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FOREWORD

County ornithological societies appeal to their members in a variety of ways. Some welcome the
opportunity to share the pleasure of watching birds with other like-minded people at field
meetings; others enjoy attending indoor lectures, particularly those enhanced by the high-quality
photographs that abound these days. Others, perhaps the majority in our case, feel that our aims and
objectives are worth supporting without any active participation. All, I am sure, look forward to
receiving the latest Somerset Birds, publication of which would not be possible without membership
subscriptions and the generous support we receive from our sponsors, Energy Solutions at Hinkley
Point A and British Energy at Hinkley Point B.

In general, not much has changed over the years. The exception is the quality of Somerset Birds.
This has improved enormously, especially over the past decade, and our Annual Report now
compares very favourably with others across the counties. This is due to the dedication and hard work
of the Editorial Committee who are responsible for both content and presentation. Brian Gibbs, Julian
Thomas and David Ballance deserve particular praise for this. I hope you agree that this edition
maintains the high standard we now set ourselves.

Although not much has changed within our own Society there are changes generally within
ornithology (a term I will return to) which, I am sure, we will find increasingly difficult to ignore.
Use of the internet, and the availability of instant bird news, is perhaps the best example of this. There
is even a suggestion that the daily, monthly and annual summaries provided by bird information
services may usurp the function of county bird reports. Although I believe this unlikely, there is no
doubt the way bird information is now exchanged presents a challenge to societies such as ours. It is
worth noting that a significant number of postings on our website messageboard are from non-
members we are somehow failing to attract. Our membership numbers are, on the whole, stable but
we cannot afford to be complacent.

The General Committee recently held an extraordinary meeting to discuss how we can increase
our appeal, both to new members and those who waver at subscription renewal. Many of the
conclusions arrived at are uncontroversial, and all will be outlined in the autumn edition of Bird
Notes, the format of which we are looking to change.

One proposed change, which has the support of the Committee, may provoke more discussion.
Since inception, we have been known as Somerset Ornithological Society, but is such a title
appropriate these days? I have watched birds for most of my adult life, but would hesitate to call
myself an ornithologist, and I expect this is true of most members. It is even possible our current title
discourages those with a low-level interest, or inexperienced newcomers to the hobby, from joining.
We are either birders or, if of a certain age, birdwatchers, terms which encompass most activities
within a broad pastime, from twitching to ‘more serious’ survey work. This very fact makes selection
of an alternative name surprisingly difficult, but after much discussion the proposal is that we should
become Somerset Bird Club. On the negative side, it is true that ‘bird club’ can bring to mind cage-
bird groups and the like, but there are county birdwatching societies around with such a title, and we
feel this better reflects our activities, and a wider aim to reach out to younger members not currently
tempted to join.

A name change is not without practical difficulties, and these will need to be overcome. Nor, and
this is most important, will it ever happen without the agreement of the membership, whose views we
greatly welcome. Contact me, or any Committee member, to have these registered. E-mail, telephone
or letter would be fine, but please don’t ‘tweet’ me. This is an activity I prefer to leave to the birds.

\WEATHER 2010

20 1 O was the coldest year since 1986 and the
driest since 2003. Moist westerly winds
were often diverted around the U.K. by extensive high-
pressure cells which developed in the Atlantic. Cold
weather dominated January, February, November and
December (the coldest calendar month for 100 years).
Over 80 frosts were recorded in Taunton and the
temperature often failed to reach 0 deg C during the
day. The year started and finished with significant
snowfalls. The period January to June was the driest
since 1953. August was particularly wet in the south
(the wettest month of the year). Sunshine was above
average, 2010 being the ninth sunniest since 1929.

SIGNIFICANT WEATHER EVENTS

Winter 2009/10

Between December 17th 2009 and January 15th 2010
very low temperatures accompanied by heavy snow
affected the whole country. This was the most
prolonged spell of cold weather since 1981/82. In
2010, minimum temperatures fell to -10 deg C
overnight on January 7th/8th. The snow affected the
South West from January 10th, with depths of up to
15cm on higher ground.

Winter 2010

From late November to the end of December 2010, the
U.K. again experienced extremely low temperatures
and significant snowfalls. The first batch of snow
affected Scotland and Northern England as
temperatures fell to -20 deg C. The second batch in mid
December affected the South West, with depths of
30cm lying for at least one week, and a minimum
temperature of -14 deg C in Somerset over the
Christmas period. Daytime temperatures were often
below 0 deg C.

There were ten consecutive nights of frost between
January 1st and 10th, and 15 between December 12th
and 26th. However, there were 31 frosts over 32 nights
between November 25th and December 26th, the

sequence being interrupted on December 11th, when
the temperature did not fall below a balmy +4.4 deg C!

MONTHLY SUMMARIES

The monthly summaries are divided into two
paragraphs, a national summary followed by a local
review.

January

January was unsettled; the first half was very cold, with
widespread snowfalls and severe frosts. After mid-
month, temperatures rose to around normal before a
return to colder conditions at the end of the month. It
was the coldest January over the U.K. since 1987,
December 2009/January 2010 being the coldest two
months since 1981/82. Rainfall was well below normal
and sunshine totals were more than 50% above average.

Ist to 14th:

The bitterly cold weather of 2009 continued into 2010,
with a blocking high entrenched in the Atlantic. The
first four days were cloudless, with severe frost and
temperatures never rising much above 0 deg C. A

band of snow arrived at midday on 5th, which was a
prelude to heavy falls in the early hours of 6th,
resulting in 12cm of snow as a polar low moved south
over the South West. The following three days saw
temperatures plummet, with a significant wind chill
developing. Further snow occurred on 10th, 12th and
13th, even though temperatures had started to recover.
The 14th marked the end of the cold spell which
stretched back to mid-December. Winds were mainly

from the North or East.

15th to 29th:

The 15th marked the first time the temperature had
risen above 10 deg C since 9th December. Westerly
winds brought rain and gales on 16th (the wettest day
of the year), with further unsettled weather from 20th
to 22nd. Overnight frosts occurred between 22nd and
27th, the daylight hours being cold, cloudy and very
gloomy. Further heavy rain fell on 29th. Winds were
generally from the west.

30th to 31st:

Northerly winds brought overnight snow on 30th.
There were severe frosts on both days and further
snow flurries on 31st, which eventually turned to rain.

February

The month was generally cold, with a few brief milder
interludes. There were some sharp frosts and snowfall.
It was the coldest February over the U.K. since 1991.
Rainfall was below normal, and sunshine totals well
above average.

Ist to 8th:

February started with cloudy skies giving periods of
rain and accompanying mist, which resulted in cold,
dank conditions, although 7th was warm and sunny.
Winds were mostly from the eastern sector.
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9th to 20th:

Much colder conditions prevailed as high pressure
dominated. There were severe overnight frosts from
9th to 13th. It was often very cold in a bitter northerly
wind, with flurries of snow occurring on 10th. The
11th and 14th were virtually cloudless. For a short
period it became milder, with periods of light rain
turning to sleet on 18th. Heavy snow showers fell on
the 19th and 20th.

21st to 28th:

Low pressure and its associated fronts led to milder
conditions with persistent rain from 21st. This was
followed by a period of heavy showers accompanied
by hail and strong westerly winds.

March

The first two weeks of March were generally dry,
although it was rather cold, with some night frosts.
The second half saw more changeable weather with
rain at times, ending with strong winds and snowfalls
in the north. Mean temperatures and rainfall totals
were about average. It was generally a sunny month,
with 30% to 50% above average being recorded.

Ist to 17th:

High pressure dominated the first half of the month,
with frequent frosts. There were several days with
cloudless skies between 2nd and 9th. Winds were
mostly from the east. Milder, cloudier conditions
arrived, with north-westerly winds on 12th as a front
moved south, producing the first rainfall for two
weeks. The cloudy spell persisted until 17th, when the
high pressure drifted away.

18th to 31st:

The second half of the month was unsettled, as a series
of fronts crossed the South West. Rainfall was
particularly heavy on 19th with further persistent rain
between 22nd and 25th. Heavy showers were a feature
of 26th. The end of the month saw strong westerly
winds bring a return of colder conditions with
persistent rain on 30th and 3 1st, which turned to snow
over the moors.

April

The first week was unsettled but after this high pressure
became established and remained over or close to the
U.K. for most of the month. April was therefore mainly
dry and fine, with less than 50% of average rainfall. It
was the fifth sunniest month since 1929.

1st to 6th:
The weather remained unsettled at the start of April,
with heavy rain on 2nd, followed by torrential hail

showers on 3rd. Further rain fell on 6th. Winds were
strong at times, mostly from the west.

7th to 28th:

High pressure dominated the period which coincided
with the eruption of Eyjafjallajokull in Iceland. North-
westerly winds resulted in volcanic ash drifting across
the UK. forcing the closure of air space between 15th
and 21st. Between 8th and 23rd there were several
cloudless days, resulting in a rise in temperature, 15
deg C being recorded for the first time in 2010 on 8th.

29th to 30th:
As the high pressure drifted away, it was replaced by
cloudier conditions, giving periods of rain or drizzle.

May

The first half of May was cool, with a north-easterly or
northerly airstream. Temperatures recovered during
the second half of the month, with a very warm spell
from 20th to 24th. Rainfall was as much as 50% below
average across almost all of the U.K. It was the driest
May since 1991. Sunshine totals were close to normal.

1Ist to 5th:

Settled conditions marked the start of the month as
high pressure drifted across the region, although it
was windy at times and fairly cool with northerly
winds.

6th to 16th:

Hill fog and rain marked the start of an unsettled
spell. There followed periods of sunny intervals,
drizzle and showers, which were sometimes heavy.
Winds were generally westerly.

17th to 27th:
High pressure influenced the weather across the region
once more. Temperatures increased considerably and it
was virtually cloudless from 22nd to 25th, resulting in
the warmest day of the year (24th). Winds were light
and variable.

28th to 31st:

Spells of rain and heavy showers with sunny
interludes marked the end of the month, as westerly
winds brought a series of fronts across the South West.
However, the 31st was warm and sunny.

June

For most of the month, high pressure dominated. This
meant that June saw plenty of dry, sunny weather,
especially in the second half, when it became very
warm over England. Rainfall was confined to the
second week. Mean temperatures were above average



in all areas. June saw below-average rainfall across
almost the whole U.K., with less than 50% of normal
in many areas. Sunshine totals were 50% above
average in South West England, where June was the
third-sunniest in a series from 1929.

1Ist to 6th:

The first day of June turned out to be very wet with hill
fog. Thereafter, high pressure moved in, giving several
cloudless and hot days. Winds were light westerly.

7th to 11th:

Low pressure brought an unsettled spell, with periods
of rain followed by showers. Northerly winds brought
much lower temperatures.

12th to 30th:

High pressure dominated the second half of the month.
The only rain fell on 13th, 14th and 29th. The
remainder of the spell was warm and often very sunny,
with numerous cloud-free skies between 16th and
27th. Winds were light westerly.

July

July saw warm but cloudy conditions brought across
the U.K. by Atlantic weather systems. In contrast to
the rest of the country, much of Southern England was
very dry, with less than half the normal rainfall.
Overall, it was duller than average, especially in many
western areas.

Ist to 31st:

July was generally cloudy, with periods of rain carried
across the region by a series of depressions. The first
low brought rain and strong westerly winds on the Ist.
A ridge of high pressure brought sunshine on 6th
which gave way to cloudy, humid conditions until
12th. Rain occurred overnight on 10th/11th with
further rainfall on 13th. A deep depression brought
persistent rain and showers on 14th and the southerly
wind increased in strength to give gales on 15th,
accompanied by heavy rain. A band of showers
crossed the region on 16th as a front moved through.
The gales abated, although yet another depression
produced heavy rain on 20th, followed by two days of
showers. It remained dry for the remainder of the
month, with variable cloud and fresh westerly winds.

August

With areas of low pressure over or near to the U.K. for
most of the month, August was characterised by
cloudy and rather cool weather with showers or longer
spells of rain at times. It was the coolest August since
1993. Rainfall was well above normal over much of
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the south and east of England. This resulted in the
fourth-dullest August on record.

Ist to 22nd:

The first three weeks of the month consisted of
variable cloud with occasional wet spells. Rain or
drizzle occurred on several days, often followed by
showers. There were a few warm sunny spells on 8th,
11th, 18th and 22nd. Winds were mostly from the west.

23rd to 29th:

The end of the month was marked by an early
autumnal spell, as deep Atlantic lows passed through.
Persistent rain fell on 22nd/23rd, followed by showers
on 24th. Further heavy rain accompanied by hill fog
lashed the region on 25th. Both depressions were
accompanied by strong westerly winds which changed
to an easterly direction during 25th. Further spells of
rain and drizzle occurred until 27th. A band of heavy
showers crossed the South West on 29th on strong
north-westerly winds.

30th to 31st:

The final two days of August contained the best
weather of the month, as high pressure drifted in to
give almost cloudless skies.

September

A changeable month with plenty of rain, but also some
more settled spells. Although temperatures were close
to normal, there were significant variations with
several warm days but also some cold nights and
localised frost. Rainfall varied from 150% of the
average in the North to less than 75% in Southern
England. Sunshine was close to average.

Ist to 4th:

The fine weather at the end of August continued, with
warm settled conditions, although it became humid on
4th as a front approached. Winds were light south-
easterly.

5th to 24th:

An unsettled spell with periods of rain, often heavy at
times, followed by showers, marked the middle of the
month. It was generally mild, and at times windy.

25th to 28th
A cell of high pressure resulted in a generally chilly
spell with plenty of sunshine and fog.

29th to 30th

Autumn truly arrived with heavy overnight rain on
28th/29th, which continued throughout the morning of
29th. Further rain fell on 30th after early-morning fog.
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October

The first few days were unsettled over most of the
U.K. with considerable rainfall, but pressure then built
from the east to give more settled weather and some
warm days. From mid-month it was colder, with
northerly winds and some very low overnight
temperatures. In the last week, frontal systems from
the west pushed in, bringing much milder air and rain
at times. Both temperatures and rainfall were close to
normal. Sunshine totals were above average.

Ist to 7th:

The month started with low pressure and periods of
rain and drizzle, with strong south-westerly winds.
The rain was particularly heavy on 1st and 3rd.

8th to 17th:

A blocking high to the west of Ireland produced drier
and warmer conditions, although the resultant
easterly winds were strong at the start of the period.
Several days were cloudless. Anticyclonic gloom
occurred on 14th and fog often drifted around the
countryside on light winds.

18th to 31st:

Westerly winds brought rain followed by showers.
Overnight frost and fog brought cold early mornings.
Northerly winds on 23rd brought classic
cumulonimbus clouds with heavy showers. A ridge of
high pressure resulted in heavy frosts and plenty of
sunshine on the 24th and 25th. Southerly winds
brought rain on 26th and 28th. The strength of the
wind increased on 29th, as it remained generally
cloudy. Further rain fell on the 31st.

November

The first three weeks were characterised by areas of
low pressure moving across the U.K. from the
Atlantic, giving plenty of rain and some strong winds
at times. Subsequently, northerly, then easterly,
airstreams brought much colder weather with some
significant snowfalls, especially in Eastern Scotland
and North-East England, and hard frosts in all areas. It
was the coldest November across the U.K. since 1993.
Rainfall was close to normal in most areas.

Ist to 25th:

Very strong westerly winds gusting to near-gale force
marked the first week of November, with periods of
drizzle on 3vd and 5th. It was very mild, with the
temperature exceeding 15 deg C for the last time in
2010 on 5Sth. A brief sunny interlude occurred on 6th
and 7th as a ridge of high pressure moved through.
Heavy rain and strong winds hit the region on 8th and
9th before a further ridge of high pressure brought an

almost cloudless day on 10th. A further depression
brought westerly gales, heavy rain and blustery
showers on 11th and 12th. High pressure resulted in
frost and fog on 15th and 16th as light easterly winds
dominated mid-month. Heavy overnight rain on 17th
resulted in severe flooding in Cornwall. The
remainder of the third week was generally cloudy,
with much lighter easterly winds and falling
temperatures. Significant snowfall was affecting
much of Scotland.

25th to 30th:

Northerly winds brought very cold weather to the
County — the start of a prolonged wintry period which
persisted until the last week of December. High
pressure developed in the Atlantic, blocking mild
westerly winds. Severe frosts occurred daily although
sunshine was in good supply. Snow fell on Exmoor on
26th and 30th. Easterly winds increased in strength
from 27th, giving severe wind chill. Temperatures
struggled to reach freezing point, with Dunkerswell on
the Blackdown Hills recording a maximum day
temperature of -3 deg C on 28th (coinciding with the
coldest U.K. November night on record).

December

It was exceptionally cold across the U.K., with mean
temperatures 5 deg C below average, resulting in the
coldest December in over 100 years. It was also one of
the coldest calendar months in the last 100 years and
the coldest since February 1986. The average
temperature was only 0.6 deg C, with daily maxima
often remaining below freezing. The number of days
with air frost was the highest for December for over 50
years. Snowfalls occurred in almost all areas,
especially in the first week and from mid-month until
Christmas. Precipitation was relatively light, resulting
in the driest December over the U.K. since 1963.

1Ist to 9th:

The cold became even more intense as temperatures
fell further. Frosts were extensive and lasted
throughout the day, with the wind chill making it feel
like -10 deg C. Snow fell overnight on Ist/2nd.
Temperatures rose slightly on 4th as rain fell. Further
severe frosts accompanied by freezing fog on 6th and
7th created hazardous driving conditions. The 5th, 8th
and 9th were virtually cloudless, but bitterly cold, as
winds remained in the north or east.

10th to 15th:

A brief mild interlude occurred on 10th and 1lth
before the temperatures plummeted once more.
Extensive sunshine occurred between the 12th and
15th, with heavy overnight frosts.



16th to 26th:

A polar low moved south across the U.K. on 16th
bringing rain. The accompanying cold front brought
severe weather to the South West. Heavy snow fell on
the 17th and up to 10cm during the morning of 18th.
The temperature at Dunkerswell failed to rise above -3
deg C. A further front crossed the region on the
morning of 20th, producing up to 20cm of snow. The
County ground to a halt as the snow failed to melt in the
low temperatures. Overnight on the 20th and 21st the
temperature at Yeovilton fell to -14 deg C. It remained
cold and cloudy on 22nd and 23rd. The 24th to 26th
were cloudless but bitterly cold, with frosts again down
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to -14 deg C in Taunton (the coldest night of the year).
The temperature on Christmas Day remained well
below 0 deg C almost everywhere. All water-courses
were greatly affected by ice during this period.

27th to 31st:
A steady thaw set in as southerly winds brought milder
conditions. It was generally cloudy, with extensive hill

fog as warm air moved over the cold ground.

A REVIEWY OF 2010

For the second year running no new species were
recorded within the County, although a Black
Brant at Wall Common was the first of this subspecies.
It was also not a year for rarities, the only new BBRC-
accepted records being a Black Stork at Robber’s
Bridge, a Spotted Sandpiper at Dunster Hawn and a
singing Savi’s Warbler at Loxton’s Marsh. The three
Glossy Ibis from December stayed at Catcott Lows
during January and for the following two months flew
out from Canada Farm each day to the Ham Wall area
before returning to roost each evening; they stayed
together until March 29th, but from then until April
15th only two were seen. Presumably the same male
Little Bittern returned to Loxton’s Marsh and when a
female was seen hopes were high that they might be
breeding; this was confirmed on July 23rd, when a
juvenile was seen. This is only the second time that
this species has bred in the U.K. Bitterns continued to
expand in numbers, which was surprising given the
severe winter weather, and 14 nests were located.
Dartford Warblers continued to hold on as a breeding
species after another severe spell of weather.

January to March

As the cold start to January took more of a hold the
number of Bewick’s Swans wintering increased to
what would have been normal numbers only a few
years ago. The largest gatherings were 36 on Wet
Moor on January 24th and 39 at Nythe on February
22nd. Up to eight Whooper Swans were at Sharpham
throughout the period until the last two on April 10th;
six flew over Coleford on January 7th. A single Pink-
footed Goose was with the Canada flock in the
Dunster Beach area on several dates between January
2nd and March 19th. A flock of 24 Barnacle Geese
were briefly at Cheddar Reservoir on February Sth;
they were reported to have been quite wary. The
regular wintering flock of Brent Geese at Stolford
contained up to 11 Dark-bellied and ten Light-bellied.
Single Egyptian Geese were reported from
Wimbleball Lake on January 17th and from Sutton
Bingham Reservoir on four dates between the 31st and
February 15th.

A Green-winged Teal was at the Axe Estuary
between January 17th and 31st and another was at
West Sedge Moor from March 29th to April 1st. Just
as unusual was a female Garganey that flew into
Catcott Lows on January 3rd; it was not seen again.
The first spring Garganey arrived at Meare Heath on
March 16th and a pair were present on 18th. The
January freeze attracted good numbers of diving duck
to Cheddar Reservoir, including up to 21 Red-crested

Pochard on 21st; an immature drake Ring-necked
Duck, present from the previous December, stayed
until the 4th; a drake Ferruginous Duck on the 5th had
previously been at Westhay Moor on the 1st and
returned there on the 16th. A female Long-tailed Duck
was on Noah’s Lake from January 23rd until April
11th. A Velvet Scoter was with up to 30 wintering
Common Scoter off Hinkley Point from January 14th
to March 21st, although it could be difficult to find at
times. It was an exceptional start to the year for Smew,
redheads being recorded at Cheddar Reservoir, Axe
Estuary and Wet Moor; a male at Westhay Moor on
February 21st could have been the same as one at
Street Heath, where a pair were present from the 28th
to March 1st.

Red-throated Divers were in low numbers off the
West Somerset coast; eight on the January 2nd were
the most recorded. There were single Black-throated
Divers in Porlock Bay on the 17th and on February
9th. A Great Northern Diver flew east at Hurlstone
Point on January 2nd, and inland there was an elusive
first-winter at Cheddar Reservoir between the 4th and
the 24th.

Bitterns were provided with fish at selected
points on the Avalon Marshes to supplement their diet
during the worst of the weather. Two Cattle Egrets
survived the low temperatures and were seen feeding
on eels that had been dredged up from the South
Drain, and also among cattle at Sharpham. At least
three Great White Egrets wintered on the Avalon
Marshes, but records away from here during January
at Cross Moor and Mark may have been of these birds
trying to find unfrozen water; another was at West
Sedge Moor on the 28th. Towards the end of the
period, two Spoonbills arrived at Greylake Reserve on
March 10th, both staying until the 20th and one until
the next day. A Red-necked Grebe was seen at
Cheddar Reservoir on February 20th; up to five Black-
necked Grebes were here until the 27th.

There were a number of single Red Kites reported
from across the County and from early March onwards
at least three were seen at the eastern end of the
Quantocks. Up to three Marsh Harriers were present at
various times in the Avalon Marshes during this
period; singles were reported from Burnham,
Greylake Reserve and West Sedge Moor in March.
There were at least 12 Hen Harriers on the Levels and
Exmoor and two ringtails spent the entire period at
West Sedge Moor.

A juvenile Common Crane, presumably the one
seen in the previous December at the Axe Estuary and
Berrow, was found amongst maize and Pheasant-feed



at Hambridge on January 3rd before flying off over
West Moor. It was then seen in North Devon before
reappearing on March 2nd at Steart, where it stayed
until the 7th.

The wintering flock of Avocet on the Parrett
peaked at 60 on January 2nd; 31 were still present on
February 24th but thereafter there were only single-
figure counts. The first returning Little Ringed Plover
was at Torr Works Reservoir on March 16th; there
were five here on the 27th and at Meare Heath the next
day. There were two wintering Common Sandpipers
on the Parrett, one in the Combwich area and another
towards Dunball; one was on the Axe on January 30th.
The roost of Purple Sandpipers on the outfall structure
at Hinkley Point totalled 18 on January 5th; 11 were
still present on March 18th. A flock of 65 Ruff were in
fields at West Sedge Moor on January 3rd and there
were 45 at Greylake Reserve on February 13th.

Two early Great Skuas made their up way up the
coast at Burnham and Berrow on March 31st. Three
Little Gulls were at the outfall at Hinkley Point on
January 17th and there were singles at Shapwick
Heath on March 12th and Cheddar Reservoir on the
27th, and two at the Parrett Estuary on the 17th. An
early Sandwich Tern flew west at Hurlstone on the
21st and there was another at Burnham on the 31st.

Two Long-eared Owls were reported: one at
Mells Down on February 7th and another calling at
Nutcombe Bottom on the 28th. As in other recent
years, Short-eared Owls continued to be scarce, with
only seven reports of singles: at Wall Common on
January 1st, on King’s Sedge Moor on the 4th and on
March 26th; there were two at Wet Moor on January
17th and singles there on February 21st and March
14th, and there was one at Alderman’s Barrow on
January 30th.

The only Hoopoe of the year was feeding on the
roadside near Westonzoyland on March 27th. The
Great Grey Shrike which was wintering again in the
Chetsford Water area was seen on nine dates through
the period; another that had been seen the previous
December on the Blackdowns at Staple Hill was found
again on February 21st and March Ist. Up to six
Bearded Tits survived the winter at Berrow and three
at Ham Wall. Only three Firecrests were seen: singles
at Chard Reservoir until January 23rd, at Ham Wall
from February 1st until March 16th, and at Edford
Wood on February 21st. There were two large flocks
of Ravens: 25 in the lower section of Weir Water on
February 15th and about 76 at Churchinford on 20th.
A flock of about 250 Skylarks wintered near Curry
Rivel in a field of linseed, which also held at least
1,026 Linnets.

On March 16th, the first returning Sand Martin
was at Ham Wall and there were two Swallows at
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Durleigh Reservoir. The first House Martin was
slightly later, at Steart on the 21st. The numbers of
Chiffchaffs reported in early January declined sharply
as the weather became more severe; spring arrivals
were noticeable from March 16th and the first Willow
Warbler appeared on the 18th. Dartford Warblers,
which had been hit hard the previous winter, were
further reduced; singles were reported from North Hill
and Dunster Path on Robin How, and three survived in
the Bossington Hill area.

Two passage Ring Ouzels were found on March
22nd, at Sutton Bingham Reservoir and at Thurley
Combe. The cold January weather resulted in large
numbers of thrushes along the coast, particularly
between Berrow and Burnham, where on the 9th/10th
there were 3,000 Fieldfares, 500 Song Thrushes and
7,000 Redwings. There were a number of reports of
Black Redstarts, all singly apart from two at Brean
Down Cove and Hinkley Point. The first Wheatears of
the year were four at Porlock Marsh on March 5th.

There were good numbers of Tree Sparrows,
including 20 at Cary Moor at the start of the year and
40 at Mendip Farm on February 19th. Unusually high
numbers of Water Pipits were along the Huntspill Sea
Wall, where there were up to 15 until January 18th, but
thereafter fewer than ten. Flocks of Crossbills
included 51 at Rowberrow Warren on February 5th
and 70 at Haddon Hill on March 6th. The only
Hawfinch of the first winter period flew into a garden
at Bruton on January 24th. On Exmoor, a Snow
Bunting flew north over Crawter Hill on February
14th.

April and May

A first-year Red-crested Pochard remained at Apex
Leisure Park until April 21st. An Eider was seen
during a WeBS count in Bridgwater Bay on May 16th.
Other sea duck included ten Common Scoter at
Berrow on May 30th/31st.

A Quail was calling at the G.B. Gruffy Reserve
on May 15th. The largest feeding movement of Manx
Shearwaters was of 1,514 at Hurlstone Point on May
25th. The first report of the male Little Bittern was
when it was heard ‘barking” at Loxton’s Marsh on the
26th. A Cattle Egret was at Greylake Reserve on May
3rd, and there were two at Catcott Lows on the 12th.
Single Great White Egrets remained around the
Avalon Marshes until at least April 25th and at West
Sedge Moor until May 26th. A Purple Heron flew in
and landed on a treetop at Ham Wall on April 27th, the
same day as a Black Stork was seen soaring above the
car park at Robber’s Bridge. Two White Storks were
feeding in a field at Muchelney on April 9th before
flying off at 10:00; they were later reported over
Berrow and also from Gwent.
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Red Kites were recorded from across the County,
which has been the case for the last few years in these
months; the only counts of over two were four near
Shepton Mallet on May 10th, seven over Hambridge
on the 21st and three at Shapwick Heath on the 28th.
Away from the Avalon Marshes, a female Marsh
Harrier was seen regularly at West Sedge Moor;
another was at Berrow, and a female flew up-Channel
at Hurlstone Point on April 17th. Hen Harriers were
seen on Exmoor until the last at Porlock Common on
May 19th. An Osprey was at Sutton Bingham
Reservoir on April 19th/20th; one took a fish at
Witham Friary Ponds on the 20th and singles were
reported from the Avalon Marshes on 21st/22nd and
May 17th. The gathering of Hobbies peaked at a new
record when 84 were counted in the Shapwick Heath
area on May 5th.

Three Dotterel were in flight low over Tealham
Moor on April 25th. A Curlew Sandpiper was on the
beach at Wall Common on the 30th, and a Little Stint
was there on May 16th, Whimbrel passage was
generally light: the peak counts were both at Berrow,
where there were 58 on the 21st and 80 on the 24th.
Single Greenshanks were recorded at Torr Works
Reservoir, Berrow, Steart, Meare Heath, Catcott
Lows and Dunster Beach. Four Wood Sandpipers
were seen at both Ham Wall and Meare Heath on the
29th, and presumably the same birds on Tealham
Moor from May 2nd to 4th; singles were at Greylake
Reserve on the 8th and at West Sedge Moor on the
12th and 17th.

Skua passage was noted along the coast from
Shurton Bars to Berrow: two Pomarines on April
26th, 11 Arctics between April 16th and May 2nd, and
nine Great Skuas moving up-Channel on the evening
of April 16th; one was in the Bay on May 30th. A
second-summer Iceland Gull flew east at Hurlstone
Point, April 17th, and was relocated on the sea at
Dunster Beach. There were only two records of Little
Gulls: one at Ham Wall on the 11th, and eight at
Cheddar Reservoir on the 24th. Two Little Terns were
on the outfall at Hinkley Point on May 20th. A flock
of 220 “Commic Terns” were off Berrow on the 25th.
Good numbers of Guillemots and Razorbills were
feeding along the West Somerset coast; they were
joined by a Puffin on four dates between May 25th
and 31st.

Turtle Doves have become increasingly scarce in
the County; two singles were seen at Shapwick and
Ellicombe, both on May 27th. A Short-eared Owl was
at Greylake Reserve from April 1st to the 3rd, but was
found dead on the last date; two were hunting over
North Moor between the 9th and the 22nd. A Wryneck
was photographed in a Yeovil garden on the 19th. For
the fifth consecutive year a Woodchat Shrike was
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recorded in the County: a female was on the outskirts
of Minehead on April 21st/22nd.

A number of Ring Ouzels were seen,
unfortunately all on passage: five in Chetsford Water
on April 17th and four on Bossington Hill on 24th
were the largest numbers. At Brean Down on the 21st
a Black Redstart was in song. A male ‘Channel
Wagtail’ paired with a flavissima female attracted a lot
of attention at Tealham Moor in early May and a Blue-
headed Wagtail was at West Sedge Moor on the 4th. A
Hawfinch was in trees in the valley below Fyne Court
on April 9th.

Selected breeding records

There was a 100% increase in the number of Mandarin
Ducks breeding successfully, with four families. Four
pairs of Garganey bred at Ham Wall; others were
present elsewhere on the Avalon Marshes but breeding
was not confirmed. Two families of Goosander were
on the Barle but there were no reports this year from
the Exe.

At Glenthorne only one visit was made during the
summer but two Fulmars were on nests. The number
of breeding Cormorants continues to grow, with 28
nests occupied, including three at a new site on
Canada Farm Lake. Bitterns continued to expand
within the Avalon Marshes and 14 nests were located,
though the number of young fledged was unknown.
The major story of the breeding season was the news
that a pair of Little Bitterns was present and breeding
at Loxton’s Marsh; a juvenile was seen in flight on
July 23rd. A pair of Cattle Egrets was at one of the
breeding sites from 2008, but there were no reports on
their success. Little Egret breeding numbers are not
reported as they used to be; perhaps observers are
more interested in other members of the heron family!

A pair of Red Kites built a nest and laid eggs at the
eastern end of the Quantocks but failed at this stage and
moved away from the area. Two broods of Marsh
Harriers were raised within the Avalon Marshes. On
Exmoor, Merlins did not breed in Somerset.

A juvenile Spotted Crake at Greylake led to
speculation that it might have originated locally.

At Torr Works Reservoir five pairs of Little
Ringed Plover attempted to breed, but only two were
successful. At least three or four pairs of Ringed
Plover attempted to breed on the beach between Wall
Common and Steart.

A pair of Long-eared Owls bred on the coast of
Bridgwater Bay but surprisingly there no reports from
Mendip or the Quantocks. The lowest numbers of
Nightjars since 1998 were recorded on the Brendons
and Exmoor, but the July weather was unhelpful; in
contrast, a survey on the Quantocks found 22 churring
males during a fairly thorough survey carried out in



their core area. It was an exceptional year for
Firecrests in the east, with at least 27 males singing or
holding territory. Dartford Warblers were hit once
again by the severe weather; only two families seen
but they were reported from three or four other sites.
At Green Ore there were at least 50 Tree Sparrows
at Mendip Farm on July 27th, including many
juveniles; there was another family near Wanstrow.

June and July

Two Quail were recorded, one at Hinkley Point on
June 12th and the other at Staplegrove on 15th. The
first of the now regular movement of Shags off the
West Somerset coast were three on July 24th. The
colour-ringed Great White Egret at West Sedge Moor
was last seen on June 26th; it then moved to the
Avalon Marshes, where at least two birds were
present. Two Spoonbills were on the tide line at
Dunster Beach late on the evening of June 4th, but
they were not present the next day.

Up to 300 Sanderling were on the beach at
Berrow during July. There was a Curlew Sandpiper at
Wall Common on the 27th, and a Little Stint at
Cheddar Reservoir on the 31st. Common Sandpipers
returned in good numbers from early July, the highest
count being of ten at the Brue Estuary on the 17th,
when there was a summer-plumaged Spotted
Sandpiper at Dunster Hawn. A late-spring Wood
Sandpiper was at West Sedge Moor on June 14th.

The first Long-tailed Skua to be seen in the
County in July was harassing a Kittiwake off
Hurlstone Point on the 10th before continuing to the
west. A Great Skua was over Berrow Golf Course on
the 6th. Returning gulls included in July a number of
Mediterraneans, including four at Berrow and three at
Dunster Beach. Yellow-legged Gulls included the
returning adult at Sutton Bingham Reservoir on the
5th; others were at Torr Works Reservoir and Berrow.

A Turtle Dove was in a South Petherton garden on
June 4th. The first Bee-eater since 2008 flew south
over Bruton on the 21st. A male Golden Oriole was
seen and heard at Timberscombe on four occasions
from the 5th to the 11th.

A singing Savi’s Warbler was at Loxton’s Marsh
from the 23rd to the 28th; how many more are there in
areas that are not accessible within the Avalon
Marshes? A singing male Brambling was a popular
attraction at Long Wood from the 18th to the 25th.

August and September

The long-staying Red-crested Pochard was still at
Hawkridge Reservoir; seven arrived at Cheddar
Reservoir on September 26th. Two Red-breasted
Mergansers flew east at Hurlstone Point on August
28th and there were three the next day.
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A Balearic Shearwater was returning west among
the Manx Shearwaters at Hurlstone Point on the same
date. The dispersal of Shags from their breeding
grounds continued all through the month, the highest
count being of 21 juveniles at Hurlstone Point on the
22nd. The two Great White Egrets continued to be
seen throughout the period within the Avalon Marshes.
Possibly the same two White Storks that moved north
in spring returned south and were seen in fields near
Sutton Bingham Reservoir on August 3 1st/September
Ist. A Black-necked Grebe was at Cheddar Reservoir
on August 8th.

There were three records of Honey-buzzards: two
of these may have been of the same bird on August
30th, first at Greylake Reserve and then over
Churchinford; there was another at Hinkley Point on
September 6th. An Osprey took up residence on
Noah’s Lake from August 23rd to September 8th, is it
the same returning bird each year? There were four
other records of single birds: at Hurlstone Point, where
one flew out north towards Wales on August 29th; at
Otterhead Lakes, on the 30th; at Sutton Bingham
Reservoir on the 3 1st/September 1st, followed by it or
another on the 12th; and a bird that had been treated at
West Hatch after becoming tangled in netting
protecting a fish farm was released at Shapwick Heath
on the 18th.

The first returning Avocet was back in the Parrett
Estuary on August 17th; numbers increased to 60 by
mid-September. A more unusual visitor was a ringed
Stone-curlew at Steart on August 1st. Passage waders
were at all the usual places but not in exceptional
numbers: Little Stints peaked at three past Hurlstone
Point on 28th and at Steart on September 13th; seven
Curlew Sandpipers at Wall Common on September
7th was easily the highest count. A Pectoral Sandpiper,
a species whose visits appear to be becoming annual,
was at Meare Heath on September 30th/October 1st. A
Grey Phalarope flew past Minehead on September
15th and three were off there on 17th.

It was a very poor year for returning skuas off the
coast in the west with only a single Pomarine on
September 18th, only ten Arctics in both months, and
four records of Great Skuas, totalling five birds; three
had been seen in the Parrett Estuary. A juvenile
Sabine’s Gull flew west past Hurlstone Point on
August 22nd. There were only two records of Little
Gulls, both of juveniles: at Durleigh Reservoir on
August 28th and at Dunster Beach on September 5th.
Among the nine records of Little Terns the highest
counts were of six in the Parrett Estuary on August
29th and September 7th. The largest number of Black
Terns reported was 11 at Shapwick Heath on
September 7th. By far the highest count of Common
Terns was of 35 at Cheddar Reservoir, August 26th.
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Two Turtle Doves were in suitable breeding
habitat at Kennisham Hill on August 5th. It was an
exceptional year for Wrynecks, particularly on the
west side of the Parrett Estuary, where there were six
different birds in the Steart/Wall Common area,
including one that died and was eaten by a family of
Stoats; there were six others reported, including
another one that died when it flew into a car on
Exmoor at Stoke Ridge. A juvenile Red-backed Shrike
was feeding along a hedge at Stolford from August
31st to September 3rd; this species has been recorded
annually in the last six years. A Firecrest was seen on
Brean Down on September 21st.

An Aquatic Warbler was trapped and ringed at
Steart on September 4th, but a possible second bird
evaded the net. The first Redwing was heard flying
over Steart on the 12th. An early Ring Ouzel was on
Brean Down on the 18th. Another species which was
to enjoy a good autumn was Lapland Bunting: the first
was a juvenile flushed from the tide line at Wall
Common on the 13th, and another was at Haddon Hill
on the 18th.

October

A family of Whooper Swans arrived back at Shapwick
Heath on 12th, perhaps the same returning pair with
their new brood. Two other adults were at Cheddar
Reservoir from the 19th and another was at Huntspill
Sea Wall on the 20th. Two Pink-footed Geese flew up-
Channel past both Hurlstone Point and Minehead on
the 17th. Dark-bellied Brent Geese were back in the
Stolford area from the 4th, the highest count being of
24 on the 10th; two Light-bellied Brent Geese were on
the sea at Dunster Beach on 20th. The first Black
Brant recorded in the County was at Wall Common on
October 28th, with an adult Dark-bellied and what
could have been two hybrids. The last Garganey of the
year was at Meare Heath on the 2nd. A Red-breasted
Merganser at Cheddar Reservoir from the 2nd stayed
into November; three flew west along the West
Somerset coast on the 17th.

A Cattle Egret was in the Steart area from the
10th to the 13th. Three Great White Egrets were
feeding along the banks of the Brue at Westhay on the
23rd; two had previously been reported from the
Avalon Marshes since the start of the month. At
Cheddar Reservoir, a Red-necked Grebe was present
from the 17th to December 6th.

Three Marsh Harriers, including two juveniles,
stayed throughout at Shapwick Heath. A juvenile
ringtail Hen Harrier hunting at Steart on the 10th was
still present the next day, when it or another was at
Berrow; others were at Meare Heath, Greylake
Reserve and Wilmersham Common. A late Osprey
was at Shapwick Heath on the 26th.
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The favoured site for Spotted Crakes in the
County appears to be Greylake Reserve, where a
juvenile was present from the 1st to the 19th. The re-
introduced Common Cranes were reported for the first
time from the 25th, when ten of the 21 released were
on Aller Moor.

The Avocet flock on the Parrett reached record
numbers for the County when 127 were seen on the
23rd. Two Little Stints were seen during the October
WeBS count on the 10th; another was at Cheddar
Reservoir on the 13th and a very confiding juvenile
was on the Huntspill Sea Wall on the 22nd. Up to two
Curlew Sandpipers were reported from both sides of
the Parrett Estuary between the 2nd and the 12th. Five
Greenshanks were at Steart on the 11th. A Wood
Sandpiper was at Durleigh Reservoir on the late date
of the 2nd. The third record of Grey Phalarope for the
year was of one at Steart on the 27th.

A Pomarine Skua flew down-Channel at Brean
Down on the 21st; the only Great Skua for the month
passed Minehead on the 16th. Single Sandwich Terns
were at Berrow on the 1st and the 27th. The last Black
Tern of the year was a juvenile at Ham Wall on the
14th; this bird had dark red rather than black legs and
a red base to the bill, but otherwise it showed all the
usual features.

A Rose-ringed Parakeet was flying around with
the Feral Pigeons at Taunton Station on the 27th. A
Short-eared Owl was reported on six dates between
Steart and Wall Common. A Great Grey Shrike at
Shapwick Heath from the 18th stayed into 2011;
another at Porlock Marsh on the 24th could have been
the returning bird to the Chetsford Water area, which
appeared on the 25th.

Eight Firecrests were recorded from along the
coast between the 16th and the 31st; there was only
one inland, at Kingston St Mary on the 22nd. A Wood
Lark was flushed from stubble at Lilstock on 17th. A
total of five Yellow-browed Warblers were seen, all
singles: at Berrow on the 9th; at Steart on the
13th/14th; one picked up dead having flown into a
window at Wells on the 16th; at Wall Common on the
21st; and one ringed at Westonzoyland on the 27th.
There were five reports of Dartford Warbler, all but
one from the North Hill/Selworthy Beacon area,
where the highest count was of five on the 24th; the
other was from Brean Down, where one was present
on the 17th.

Two Ring Ouzels were on the 10th at Brean
Down, where there were also singles on the 11th and
12th; in the west, there were three at Hurlstone Point
on the 12th and in Chetsford Water on the 13th, and
singles at Wilmersham Common on the 12th and at
Hurlstone on the 16th/17th. A total of 11 Black
Redstarts were reported, all singly apart from two at



Chard Cemetery on the 14th and at Churchinford on
the 21st.

There were three Water Pipits: singles at
Huntspill Sea Wall on the 8th and at Cheddar
Reservoir on the 21st and 28th. Two Twites at Brean
Down on the 16th flew off north-west. Crossbills were
moving: a flock of 24 were over Wall Common on the
8th and small numbers were at Brean Down, Berrow
and West Myne. Three Hawfinches flew over
Churchinford on the 22nd; one was near West
Monkton churchyard on the 26th and another was in
flight over Bruton on the 29th. A total of eight Lapland
Buntings were recorded, four from Brean Down and
the others between Brue Estuary and Huntspill Sea
Wall.

November and December

The first returning Bewick’s Swans were at Shapwick
Heath in November; with the onset of the severe
weather, numbers increased, the peak counts being of
14 at Combwich on December 26th/27th and at Wet
Moor on the 29th. The Whooper Swans in the
Shapwick Heath/Sharpham area stayed until the end
of the year and the two at Cheddar Reservoir until
November 26th; two at West Sedge Moor on
December 11th could have been these. A juvenile
Pink-footed Goose was at Noah’s Lake on November
7th and an adult there on December 14th. A flock of 32
White-fronted Geese were at Noah’s Lake from
December 24th, including a neck-collared bird for the
first time in the U.K. Both Dark-bellied and Light-
bellied Brent Geese peaked at nine in the Stolford
area. A potential first for Somerset was a Red-breasted
Goose that flew in from the west at Hinkley Point on
December 7th before it was lost in the fog. A first-
winter male Ferruginous Duck was at Noah’s Lake on
November 7th and an adult male at Cheddar Reservoir
on the 28th. At Minehead three Eider flew west on
November 8th; a female on the sea at Hinkley Point
from December 4th stayed the rest of the month and
three others passed here on December 7th. A total of
111 Common Scoter, probably the largest flock ever
recorded in the County, flew west at Minehead on
November 8th; further east, up to 35 were in the
Hinkley Point/Stolford area in December. Among the
Common Scoter at Minehead was a drake Velvet
Scoter; another flew west at Hurlstone Point on
December 4th. As the weather became more severe
there was an influx of redhead Smew from November
28th: at least six single birds were reported from Brean
Down Cove, Cheddar Reservoir, Westhay Moor,
Noah’s Lake, Muchelney and Ashford Reservoir. The
Red-breasted Merganser left Cheddar Reservoir on
November 14th; it or another in a bedraggled state
returned on December 6th; others were two in the
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Parrett Estuary on November 6th, and one along the
Axe with Goosanders on November 27th and
December 16th.

The largest count of Red-throated Divers in the
west was of 44 at Hurlstone Point on December 11th.
There were at least four Black-throated Divers along
the coast between Minehead and Porlock Weir
between December 4th and 28th. There were five
reports of single Great Northern Divers, two each
from Brean Down and Hurlstone Point and one from
Porlock Weir. The only Leach’s Storm-petrel of the
year was at Burnham on November 11th, on the edge
of'a squall. Up to four Great White Egrets were around
the Avalon Marshes but flew as far as the Cheddar Yeo
to find open water as the freeze set in. Bitterns were
also finding the conditions hard going; away from the
Avalon Marshes one was flushed from fields at Brean
and more bizarrely one was photographed walking
across a country lane near Corton Denham on
December 30th. A Black-necked Grebe was at
Cheddar Reservoir on November 11th, and there were
two there on December 11th.

At the start of the period three Marsh Harriers
were still present around the Avalon Marshes, but by
December they had been reduced to just the adult
female. There were 18 reports of Hen Harriers,
including two ringtails throughout the period at West
Sedge Moor and three around the Avalon Marshes on
December 4th; the others were all of single birds, nine
of them from the Brendons and Exmoor, including
adult males near Wimbleball Lake and Wilmersham
Common. An Osprey was seen along the Bridgwater
to Taunton Canal on three dates between November
Ist and 6th, in the section between North Newton and
Cogload.

The wintering Avocet flock finally peaked at 223
on November 23rd, easily the largest number recorded
in the County. A Little Stint was seen on five dates in the
Brue Estuary between November 13th and December
11th. The roost of Purple Sandpipers on the water intake
at Hinkley Point built up to ten in this period. The only
Common Sandpiper was along the Tone on Curry Moor
on December 21st. The final Grey Phalarope of the year
was at Burnham on November 12th.

An exceptional flock of 22 Pomarine Skuas flew
north at Brean Down on November 13th. There were
three records of Great Skuas: singles at Minehead on
November 8th and at Berrow on the 12th and two at
Hurlstone Point on the 13th. Single Little Gulls were
at Cheddar Reservoir on November 12th/13th and
December 1st; another was picked up at Slough Green
on the 18th but had to be put down at West Hatch.

A Little Auk at Burnham on November 11th flew
off inland; the next day it or another flew off strongly
up-river.
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There were 11 reports of single Short-eared Owls,
mainly from the Levels but one each for the
Quantocks and Exmoor. Apart from the Great Grey
Shrike wintering at Shapwick Heath the only other one
was at Knighton Combe on November 15th. Single
Firecrests were recorded at Brean Down on two dates,
at Shapwick Heath on three and at Dunster on one. A
Yellow-browed Warbler was calling frequently near
the Huntspill Sluice on November 2nd.

It turned out to be a good winter for Waxwings,
with records from across the County; the largest flocks
were two of about 40 birds each, near Yeovilton on
November 19th and at Creech St Michael on 28th;
when they settled down, the next highest count was of
33 in Taunton on December 22nd. There were also
good numbers of Black Redstarts either on passage or
wintering, with 23 reports, all of single birds apart
from three at Hinkley Point on November 11th and at
Dunster Beach on December 4th and two at Brean
Down Cove on the 5th. A late Whinchat was at the
Huntspill River on November 2nd.

There were at least 25 Tree Sparrows at Cary
Moor by December 26th and ten Water Pipits at the
Brue Estuary on December 15th. More Bramblings
appeared than usual, no doubt displaced by the cold
weather; the largest numbers were 32 in flight over
Shapwick Heath on November, at least 20 near Leather
Barrow on December 11th, and between 50 and 60
feeding in a Williton garden and orchard on the 27th.
Two further Hawfinches were reported, one at Bruton
on November 11th and the other at West Monkton on
December 24th. Lapland Buntings continued to be
found, with at least another eight in this period,
including three or possibly four at Stockland Reach on
November 6th and three at Wall Common on the 26th.
Snow Buntings were scarce in this period, with one at
Stolford from November 27th to December 10th, and
three in flight at Hinkley Point on December 7th, and
at Stolford on the 7th and 10th; the only other was one
at Brean Down on the 12th. For the second year
running a Corn Bunting was in the bird-feed crop at
Cary Moor on December 4th, 26th and 27th.

STATUS DESCRIPTIONS

An explanation of each term used is given below.
There will be, of course, variations from the rule, an
example being Dunlin, which is an abundant winter
visitor to the coast but not to the centre of Exmoor.

Abundant: Occurs in large numbers in suitable
habitats and seasons.

Common: Occurs regularly, or is widely
distributed in suitable habitats.

Fairly Common: Occurs annually in small
numbers in suitable habitats.

Uncommon: Occurs annually in very small
numbers.

Scarce: One or two annual records or restricted
to very limited habitats.

Rare: Occurs less than annually, but more often
than the classes below.

Very Rare: From three to 15 individuals
recorded in the last 30 years.

Accidental: Fewer than three individuals
recorded in the last 30 years.

DEFINITIONS OF LEVELS NORTH
OF THE POLDENS

The term ‘Avalon Marshes’ is now used to cover the
area formerly referred to in Somerset ornithological
literature as the ‘Peat Moors’. Strictly, it applies for
survey purposes to two separate areas: the ‘Northern
Peat Production Zone’, consisting of Westhay Moor;
and the ‘Southern Peat Production Zone’, which
covers the area from Sharpham and the west end of
Glastonbury Heath WNW to Westhay Heath, and
includes within it Street Heath, Walton Heath, part of
Ashcott Heath, Meare Heath and Shapwick Heath. In
some looser contexts it may include land to the west of
this: Catcott Heath, Catcott Lows, Burtle Moor and
Chilton Moor. ‘Ham Wall’, which is not yet marked on
some O.S. maps (except as a Rhyne), is within the
area, north of Walton and Street Heaths.

HISTORY OF THE ARRANGEMENT
OF RECORDS

From 1924 to 1983, the Editors of the Report divided
the County into VII Districts, numbered roughly from
east to west. Of these, District I was lost to “Avon” in
1974, though it continued to be reported on in
Somerset Birds until 1978. The boundaries between
them were complicated, and the system was
increasingly difficult to operate.

So, in 1984, the “new” County was divided into
six Districts:

E=  ecast of the ST60 Grid Line.

N=  from ST60 west to ST20 and south to ST40.
This had the advantage of including the
whole coast of Bridgwater Bay, but it split
what we now know as the Avalon Marshes,
since the ST40 line bisects Shapwick Heath.

C=  Central Somerset to the south of the ST40
line as far as ST20 and west to ST30.

S= west of ST60 and south of ST20.

S\ = a somewhat awkward area, designed to

include the Quantocks and their coast, and
also the Vale of Taunton Deane; from ST30
west to ST10 and south from the sea to
ST20, apart from the area around the
Parrett Estuary.
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¥/ = west of ST10.

These divisions are still given for places in the
Gazetteer. They were used in Somerset Birds from
1984 to 1987 in much the same way as the old
Districts had been, the records of most species being
arranged on that basis. A new County map showed
them. In 1988, this system, which had proved too
inflexible, was abandoned, though records were still
organised within species in something like the old
order, from east to west, and the map continued in use
until 1993. It was then replaced by a folding map,
which did not show the formal divisions. During the
years that followed the abandonment of these, records
came to be arranged according to two principles:

a) Breeding and most wintering records
These are in order of places, which is mainly east to
west, as follows: East Somerset; western Mendip; the
coastal strip from Brean Down to Hinkley Point;
Levels north of the Poldens; King's Sedge Moor and
other Levels south of the Poldens and north of
Langport; West Sedge Moor (with Curry Moor and
Hay Moor); Central Somerset (Somerton, Langport
and the area east to ST60); South Somerset, from
Yeovil west to Chard, including all the South Levels;
the Blackdowns; the Vale of Taunton Deane; the
north-east foothills of the Quantocks, including
Durleigh Reservoir; the Quantock coast from Hinkley
Point to Doniford; the higher Quantocks, in which
places are normally described from south-east to
north-west; the area between the Quantocks and the
Brendons (including Crowcombe Heathfield); the
Brendons from east to west; Exmoor and its coast,
where the northern side is given first, followed by the
areas around Exford and Simonsbath and the Barle
Valley. Places within all these areas are generally
arranged from east to west, unless it is more
convenient to group them otherwise; in river valleys,
they are given in downstream order.

b) Records of passage-migrants

Often given in date order, so that a pattern for the
County can be established. In commoner duck and
waders, which are usually tabulated, the two systems
are combined, the counting sites being arranged in the
order given above.

Changes in SB 2009

In this issue, bold headings were introduced for
seasons and italics for areas. The nomenclature of
these is flexible, but the places are still arranged from

lassification broadly follows the sequence and nomenclature of the British Birds ‘List of Palearctic Birds’,

but we did not adopt all the new English names. The changes made in 2005 and 2009 were all adopted.

Records of rarities are always submitted to the British Birds Rarities Committee and are published when a
decision has been reached. This may mean that some of them will not appear until the Report of the year
following the observation. Rejection does not necessarily preclude a record from being mentioned in Somerset
Birds, and where this has occurred it will be clearly stated. The list of species considered by the Committee has
recently been greatly reduced, and the task of validation transferred to County Rare Birds Committees.

The records received for this year’s Somerset Birds have often been a reflection of the A¢las work carried out
in tetrads by members. This is particularly true for the commoner passerines, where there have been many forays
into seldom-visited areas, especially in farmland of South and Central Somerset, and on the Blackdowns. Such
counts have been most valuable in establishing patterns of national and local distribution, but it has been difficult
to make as much use of them in an annual report as they deserve. Editors have tried to give some outstanding
samples from the data before them, both of abundance and absence. In some areas which have been extensively
covered, it has been possible to draw general conclusions, and that has been easier where there has been a long
history of various surveys, as on Exmoor and in the tetrads south of Crewkerne. On the former, we are grateful
for the close co-operation of Dr Paul Madgett, who has had to accept responsibility for most of the western tetrads
of Somerset Exmoor, which lie within 10 x 10 km squares controlled for A#/as purposes by Devon.

This Species List does not incorporate much information from non-members who have helped with the
Atlas. Perhaps surprisingly, some members who have been closely involved with tetrads have not submitted their
records annually to the County as well as the B.T.O. In the end, of course, we shall receive them for use in our
own Atlas, work on which will continue for 2011-12, when we hope to fill most of the holes in our developing
jigsaw.

MUTE SWAN Cygnus olor

The juvenile at Westhay Moor in January showed the features of the eastern race jankowskii ('Jankowski's
Swan'). This subspecies has now been discredited; variation is clinal, with the longest-billed individuals
occurring in the far east of the Bewick's range. Apparent jankowskii occasionally turn up in Somerset; there have
been at least two records, usually as single juveniles (DLB).

\WHOOPER SWAN Cygnus cygnus

Three records: one with the Canada Goose flock, Blue Anchor/Dunster Beach, on various dates, January 2nd and
March 19th; two flew up-Channel, seen from both Hurlstone Point and Minehead, October 17th; one, Shapwick
Heath (East), November 7th, December 14th and 24th.

\XWHITE-FRONTED GOOSE Anser albifrons albifrons
Scarce winter visitor and passage-migrant, now irregular.

A flock of 32 on Noah’s Lake at Shapwick Heath, December 24th, and one on the 27th.

The flock contained a bird with a black neck-collar inscribed GCY, which showed that this bird was caught
and ringed on January 25th, 2001 as a male, at Polder Arkemheen, Nijkerk, Netherlands. It had not been
recorded in this country before and was probably here as a result of the harsh conditions at that time.

GREYLAG GOOSE Anser anser
Uncommon feral resident breeder; rare winter visitor and passage-migrant.

As in previous two years, no breeding, and only about four records: at Cheddar Reservoir, up to three in January,
two males on February Sth, of which one still present on 20th, and a female on December 19th; at Ham Wall,
one on March 16th and two on April 17th.

RED-LEGGED PARTRIDGE Alectoris rufa
Resident breeder, originally introduced; uncommon as self-sustaining species, but now locally
abundant through releases.

No breeding records received, apart from a calling male on Somerton Moor, June 6th.

Only two reports of large numbers released: surprisingly 400 survived the shoot season, Leigh upon
Mendip, February 22nd; 200, Robber’s Bridge, October 10th. Two other counts in double figures: ten, Langham
Hill, January 9th; 21, Cloford, February 2nd. Small numbers across the rest of the County.

GREY PARTRIDGE Perdix perdix
Scarce and very local resident breeder. Decreasing.

Total of five records, one fewer than in previous two years: six crossing lane into stubble field, Corton Denham,
November 28th; one, Mells Park, February 22nd; unprecedented record of pair in Berrow garden for an hour and
a half, April 24th (BES); and single birds on King’s Moor, February 22nd, and flushed from a wheat field being
harvested at Burrowbridge, August 25th.

QUAIL Coturnix coturnix
Scarce and erratic migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

Recorded calling at nine sites in summer: one south of Ubley Warren Reserve, July 4th, and one at Tealham
Moor on 18th; two, King’s Sedge Moor, May 17th-June 7th; one, possibly two, at Greylake Reserve and two on
West Sedge Moor; one in fields at Perry Hill, Somerton, July 21st; one calling frequently, Wrantage, July; one,
Westford, July 7th; and recorded for second successive year, Long Combe, June 30th.
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PHEASANT Phasianus colchicus
Common resident breeder, locally abundant through releases.

A few breeding records: 29 territories, Upper Axe Valley; six pairs during survey, Westhay Moor; pair, Shapwick
Heath; a family, King’s Sedge Moor.

Still the usual releases of large numbers in west although the Holnicote Estate has ended its syndicated
shooting. Only one other significant count: 50, Holcombe Wood, November 23rd. Widely recorded in small
numbers across the rest of the County.

RED-THROATED DIVER Gavia stellata

Uncommon winter-visitor and passage-migrant.

Point on 12th (BDG).

One inland record: juvenile, Cheddar Reservoir, December 27th-29th (P. Baber, P. Buckle et al.). The bird
was taken into care at Secret World on the last date but unfortunately died shortly after arriving. A post-mortem
was carried out by JRB and the results were consistent with starvation.

GREAT NORTHERN DIVER Gavia immer
Scarce winter visitor and passage-migrant.

Five coastal records of single birds: west past Brean Down, October 25th (PB); summer-plumaged adult, Blue
Anchor/Minehead, November 14th/15th, heard calling on several occasions (BDG, CG, RLM); and one off
Minehead on 28th and December 6th (BDG, JLT).

At least one inland record: juvenile, Cheddar Reservoir, December 6th (JJP, JLT); it or another there on 24th
remained, if somewhat elusively, into 2010 (DLB).

Five records of single birds: Steart and Dunster Beach, July 6th (JRB, JRW); Minehead, on 12th (RLM); Berrow,
on 17th (BES); and Dunster Beach, August 6th (JRW).

LEACH'S STORM-PETREL Oceanodroma leucorhoa
Rare visitor, chiefly as storm-vagrant in autumn.

PURPLE HERON Ardea purpurea
Very rare spring and summer visitor.

GLOSSY IBIS Plegadis falcinellus

Very rare visitor.
Unringed immature, Meare Heath and Ham Wall, September 26th-October 12th (J.Fish et al.); four immatures,
two of which bore white plastic rings, Catcott Lows, October 3rd into 2010 (EW et al.), also seen flying over
Shapwick Heath (East) on 9th (NS). These were joined by another immature (presumably the Meare Heath bird)
on 16th (BDG) but had dropped to three from the 26th onwards. These three immatures also visited Greylake
Reserve (M.Chaloner), Meare Heath (AA) on 26th, and Ham Wall on December 16th. Records accepted by the
BBRC, the 8th to 12th County records and the third year running this species has been recorded.

Very rare visitor.
Two records of single birds: north over Berrow, May 14th, during a notable passage of Red Kites — see below
(PG, BES); west, low over Loxton’s Marsh/Walton Heath, on early evening of June 15th (JAH).

The fifth and sixth County records; it has now appeared in two consecutive years. To put these in a national
context, a quick analysis of reports on Birdguides website shows there were about 69 sightings in Britain in
2009, including about 42 during May/June, but note that these were only reports, not confirmed records.

RED KITE Milvus milvus

Scarce, but increasing, summer and winter visitor and passage-migrant. Formerly bred, and has
recently attempted to do so.

Total of 98 records, 22 more than in 2008, perhaps involving about 93 birds — a notable increase of 37 from 2008,
but impossible to determine exactly, especially when considering the possibility of wandering individuals. Only
one observer reported seeing wing-tags: Shapwick Heath, June 2nd, white tag on left wing, black tag on right;
this shows that it originated from the Rockingham Forest release site in Northamptonshire.

MARSH HARRIER Circus aeruginosus

Rare and irregular migrant breeder (from 1986); uncommon summer and winter visitor, and
passage-migrant.

Total of 187 sightings, mostly females or juveniles unless noted otherwise, 49 more than the 138 in 2008 and
better than the 153 in 2007. However, most of these referred to the same few individuals on Avalon Marshes.

First winter period and early spring

On the Avalon Marshes, adult female and juvenile from 2008 present until mid April; West Sedge Moor,
throughout January; Stert Island, on 13th; Greylake Reserve and nearby King’s Sedge Moor from 31st to
February 24th.
Spring passage

Immature male, Meare Heath, April 26th-May 4th; Berrow, April 6th and May 14th; north-east over Brue
Estuary, April 22nd; Tealham Moor, on 26th; King’s Sedge Moor, May 8th, and it or another NNE here on 12th;
female/immature, West Sedge Moor, on 12th and 14th; and Combwich Ponds on 16th.

Breeding season
On the Avalon Marshes, the adult female, present since January 1st, was joined by a sub-adult male —
probably 3rd-year — and both were seen carrying nesting material on May Sth. Subsequently the male was seen
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carrying prey, including an adult Water Rail, to the nest site on several occasions and three fledged young were
on the wing by August 5th; first confirmed breeding in County since 1999.

Nearby, another sub-adult male and a well-marked (old?) adult female were present from late May to mid
June and although some half-hearted display was seen they did not attempt to breed. A different (young
immature?) female was also reported on several dates in June and July; one hunting over Edington Moor, July
25th, may have come from the Avalon Marshes.

Autumn passage and second winter period
East

Cary Moor, roosting overnight, October 13th/14th; first record for this site.
Coast

Stockland Reach, October 23rd; at Steart, one, September 24th, then up to two here, October 10th-14th, and
two, December 13th.
Levels north of Poldens

Kennard Moor, August 2nd; Tealham Moor, October 10th. On Avalon Marshes, no reports of males after
end of August until sub-adult arrived, November 1st and December 8th; otherwise, juvenile/female present
throughout September, up to three from mid October to early December, often hunting Starling roost, and then
two till end of year.
Levels south of Poldens

Greylake Reserve, August 26th/27th and October 28th-December 9th; West Sedge Moor, October 3 1st-
December 31st, and two on November 1st; here, female on one occasion fought with Peregrine over injured
drake Wigeon.

HEN HARRIER Circus cyaneus

Uncommon, but increasing, winter visitor and passage-migrant. Formerly bred.

First winter period
Away from Exmoor

Up to two, Greylake Reserve/King’s Sedge Moor and West Sedge Moor, January 1st-April 7th; male, Ham
Wall, January 3rd; Wet Moor, on 4th, 20th and March 7th; Catcott Lows, February 7th-March 13th; and
Huntspill River on 14th (perhaps a passage bird).
Exmoor

About four or five on 11 dates, January 12th-March 15th, of which at least two were different males.
Recorded from Bratton, Selworthy Beacon and Ley Hill, but mainly around Dunkery Hill, in Chetsford Water
and near Hawkcombe Head.
Spring passage
Quantocks and Exmoor

One, Beacon Hill, April 8th; single males, Wilmersham Common and Knighton Combe, on 19th; Long
Combe on 26th, and perhaps same in Ember Combe on 28th; and Alderman’s Barrow, May 6th.

Summer
Levels south of Poldens
Male, Greylake Reserve, June 1st.

Autumn and second winter period
Mendip

One, Black Down, September 9th.
Levels north and south of Poldens

At least six: Greylake Reserve and nearby King’s Sedge Moor, September 30th-December 19th, plus
immature male on three dates in this period, and adult male at Beer Drove on December 20th; male, Pawlett
Hams, October 13th; Avalon Marshes, October 6th-December 1st; and West Sedge Moor, October 18th-
December 12th.
Quantocks

Male, Weacombe, October 31st.
Exmoor

About seven or eight on 18 dates, October 10th-December 10th, of which at least two, and possibly three,
were different males; recorded at Bratton, Chetsford Water, Alderman’s Barrow/Great Hill area and Porlock Hill.
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MONTAGU'S HARRIER Circus pygargus
Rare summer visitor or passage-migrant. Formerly bred.

One record, a male, possibly not quite fully adult, Priddy Mineries, April 29th (D. Stoddard).
One or two annually 1991 to 2007; most was three in 1994. This is the first since 2007.

GOSHAWK Accipiter gentilis
Probably rare resident breeder; scarce visitor or passage-migrant.

Another year with a meagre handful of breeding-season records, but markedly different in that it saw the first
confirmed breeding within the County. Breeding-season records are given under the reporting areas as outlined
in SB 2005.
Area 2 — At one site, a female on February 21st and a male on April 7th (JHa); male seen switch-backing in
display flight on the 8th (JAH); nearby, a male on March 1st, and chasing after a crow on May 13th (JHa).
Area 5 — Pair displaying for three minutes over a coppice on unusual date of June 12th; they were looked for,
without success, during the following seven days (JAH).
Area 7 — At one site, male displaying on February 15th (AW); at another, a pair bred and probably two young
were fledged (BJH).

Two other records of single birds: male, Catcott Lows, January 24th, flew to within 30 feet of the hide (MJ);
and male, Cockercombe, August 5th (AW).

SPARROWHAWK Accipiter nisus
Common resident breeder; also passage-migrant and winter visitor.

The 326 widely-spaced records were the lowest total in recent years (see Table in SB 2007) and the submitted
breeding-season records show a further small decline from the recent low number in 2007.

Winter periods
Only 72 records from 57 places in first, and 144 from 88 in the second.

Breeding season

Only 110 records from 64 places, compared to the 132 from 88 in 2008 and the 143 from 63 in 2007.
However, except for the spring display period, this hawk can be elusive, so perhaps not too much should be read
into these figures, especially as singles were reported in six tetrads centred on Podimore and only one negative
comment was received: no evidence of breeding around Crewkerne, the poorest showing for many years
presumably resulting from low numbers of passerines the previous year (AJP).

Breeding or suspected breeding reported from ten places, six fewer than in 2008, including four or five pairs
on the Avalon Marshes, where apart from the more obvious Common Buzzard it is probably the most seen of
the commoner raptors.

Prey and interaction

Prey taken or attempted: Common Snipe, Collared Dove, Robin, Redwing, Blue Tit, Starling (especially at
winter-roosts on Avalon Marshes), House Sparrow, Chaffinch, Greenfinch and Goldfinch. Garden bird-feeders
again proved attractive to this small, fierce hawk, which may use them as a ready source of prey. Most unusual
was a female that landed on the edge of a garden pond, hopped on to water lily leaves and tried several times,
unsuccessfully, to hook out goldfish with its talons (JWC).

One swooped at a displaying Raven, Brean Down, February 8th; two, both believed males, in aggressive
aerial contact, Meare Heath, April 29th; and one diving at a Common Buzzard, West Sedge Moor, October 17th.

COMMON BUZZARD Buteo buteo
Common resident breeder; also passage-migrant and perhaps winter visitor.
The 490 records received equate to a total of 1,762 birds, about 20% down on the figure for last year. However,
not too much should be read into this, as Buzzards would appear to be holding their own, or slightly increasing,
across the County. Because they are commonly seen, it must be doubtful if many observers record all their
sightings, let alone submit them.
Highest counts and gatherings

Thirty counts of ten or more reported, of which the largest were: 32, soaring in a thermal, Westport, March
29th; 34, Upper Axe Valley, April 11th and 13th; 23, Bicknoller Post, August 19th; 63, in a “green” field, Norton
Sub Hamdon, October 15th; 52, mostly juveniles, in recently-planted cereal field, South Petherton, on 18th;
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26, mostly juveniles, in recently-cut maize field, Chewton Mendip, on 19th; between 22 and 45, daily, in two
fields, Roundham, from 30th-December 31st, and 26, Crewkerne, December 28th.

Spring and breeding season

Large gatherings in spring are mostly of soaring birds maintaining territorial boundaries; at other times of
the year they are generally birds feeding on invertebrates made readily available by recent farming activity. In
the west large numbers are generally associated with the carrion possibilities of game farms and Pheasant-
rearing estates.

During breeding season, territorial soaring seen at many widely spread sites, including 20, in groups of up
to nine, at Shapwick Heath, and 16 over Taunton Vale, but few nesting successes reported, although there must
have been many.

Successful breeding, with number of young where known, together with some comments:

East

At least four pairs bred at Bruton, and flourishing elsewhere in area; two pairs, with two and one young,
Faulkland; pair with two young, Harridge Wood; pair with one young, Laverton; young calling in nest,
Nettlebridge; and pair with one young, Newbury.

Mendip

Pair with two young, Rowberrow Warren; and pair with one, Velvet Bottom.
Coast of Bridgwater Bay

Two pairs, with two and one young, Otterhampton, and two at Hinkley Point.
Avalon Marshes, Poldens and King's Sedge Moor

Five pairs, Westhay Moor; pair, Street Heath; four pairs, Shapwick Heath, and one on Westhay Heath; pair
with one young, Collard Hill; and two pairs with one young each, Weston Level.
Central and South Somerset

Pair with two young, Urgashay, and recorded in 15 of 25 tetrads centred on Podimore (JLT); pair with two
young, Tintinhull; two pairs, with at least one young each, Crewkerne; single pairs, with one young each,
Chillington and Midelney.

Brendons and Exmoor

Pair with two young, Stogumber; pair with one young, Porlock Weir; pair, Lanacombe Fold; widespread in

almost all SS tetrads west of Minehead, though breeding may be limited in some by lack of trees (DKB).

Prey
One seen to catch a female Mallard on the ground, West Sedge Moor, April 25th (DJC).

OSPREY Pandion haliaetus
Scarce passage-migrant. Has summered.
A less-than-average year, with only eight records, all of single birds: four in spring, two in summer and two in
autumn.
Spring passage

Sutton Bingham Reservoir, April 18th (TMF); east over Ham (Creech St Michael) on 19th (BJH); west over
Meare Heath, then at Catcott Lows on 23rd (TMF); and Sutton Bingham Reservoir on 27th (NAS).
Summer

Roosting in a tree at Noah’s Lake, on evening of July 13th (BR-W), and over Meare Heath, August 8th
(AJB).
Autumn passage

Noah’s Lake, August 29th-September 6th (JAH ef al.), and a second bird that flew south over Meare Heath
on 3rd (NS, RGr).

KESTREL Falco tinnunculus
Common resident breeder; also passage-migrant and probably winter visitor.

There were 455 records from 187 widespread places, a 28% decrease compared to the 631 of last year. Only 152
of these were in the breeding season, so perhaps this indicates a further breeding decline? See comment in SB
2008, or are observers not submitting records?

Breeding season
From mid March to early August, present at about 96 widely spread sites, including 37 pairs, of which only
11 proved to breed.
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Distribution of pairs, with number of families, together with some comments received, were:
East
Five pairs, including two families and a pair carrying food.
Mendip
Six pairs including a family.
Coast of Bridgwater Bay
Two pairs with families.
Levels north of Poldens
Ten pairs, including two families.
Levels south of Poldens
Three pairs, including two families.
South
Two pairs, and recorded in six tetrads centred on Podimore (JLT), but no sign of successful breeding in the
area east of Crewkerne (AJP).
South-west
Four pairs, including one family.
Quantocks
Five pairs.
Winter periods
Recorded at only 48 widely-spaced sites in first winter period and at 84 in the second. Highest counts were:
six at Greylake, and five on nearby King’s Sedge Moor and on Tealham/Tadham Moors.

Interaction
Two males, grappling in mid-air, Butleigh, March 16th (C&JN); one mobbing a Common Buzzard, Brent
Knoll, October 15th (BHIG).

MERLIN Falco columbarius

Scarce and very local breeder, probably now irregular; uncommon winter visitor and passage-
migrant.

Total of 154 records, of which 22 (14%) were males, are summarised numerically, but many were duplicates,
especially at well-watched places.

First winter period

From January to mid March, 86 records from 27 places, involving about 40 birds: about 12 on coast around
Bridgwater Bay; about seven on Levels north of Poldens, mostly at Kennard Moor, Catcott Lows and Tealham
Moor; about 17 on Levels south of Poldens, mostly at Greylake Reserve, King’s Sedge Moor, West Sedge Moor
and Wet Moor; flying over the sea towards landfall, Kilve, January 1st; and three on coast from Williton to
Hurlstone Point. None on Exmoor.

Spring passage and breeding season

Females/juveniles unless stated otherwise: Torr Works Reservoir, April 2nd; male, North Moor, the same
day; Greylake and nearby King's Sedge Moor on 11th and 16th; Huntspill Sea Wall, on 14th; and north-east over
Shapwick Heath, May 12th. On Exmoor, where again no evidence of any breeding, only two records: Long
Holcombe, March 30th, and Dunkery Beacon, May 9th.

Autumn and second winter period

From September 16th to December 31st, 57 records, of which only five were in September, from 28 places,
involving total of about 36 birds. About four in east, at Bruton, Doulting and Torr Works Reservoir; about 14 on
coast from Brean Down to Wall Common, including, at Brean Down, one flying strongly north-west out to sea,
September 23rd, and one making landfall, October 14th; five on Levels north of Poldens; about six on Levels
south of Poldens, at Greylake Reserve, King’s Sedge Moor, West Sedge Moor and Wet Moor; one in south-west,
at Cheddon Fitzpaine; on western coast at Watchet, Williton, Dunster Beach and West Myne; and on Exmoor on
Dunkery Hill and at Larkbarrow.

Prey and interaction
Prey taken or chased included Common Snipe, Skylark and Pied Wagtail.
A female/juvenile in pursuit of a Hobby at Meare Heath on September 29th.

The Systematic List

HOBBY Falco subbuteo

Scarce, but increasing, migrant breeder; uncommon passage-migrant, but locally numerous in
spring.

Total of 217 records from 84 sites, 38% from Avalon Marshes and adjacent areas. Little change compared to
most recent years, but some probably not submitted from well-watched sites, where many are duplicates.

Arrivals and spring passage

First arrival, early this year: Shapwick Heath, April 10th; increased here to four on 18th, 11 on 21st, 17 on
23rd and 26 on 24th. Single birds at Five Bells on 23rd, Stringston on 25th, Ellicombe on 29th, and Norton St
Philip, May 2nd; one west over Brean Down and two at Hambridge on 4th; single birds at Westbury-sub-Mendip
and Shipham, and two at Porlock Marsh, on 5th; one, Chetsford Water, on 9th.

On Avalon Marshes, usual reports of feeding gatherings at Shapwick Heath from April 21st to early June, with
counts of 15 or more, April 23rd-June 9th (see Table 1). Highest count an unprecedented 68 on May 9th (NPW).

Elsewhere, about 35 on passage from early May to mid June.

It is thought that these large feeding gatherings (see Table 2), an increasing phenomenon in recent years,
allow passage Hobbies to feed easily on the host of early-emerging flying insects at Shapwick Heath, such as St
Mark’s Fly Bibio marci, Large Red Damselfly Pyrrhosoma nymphula, Azure Damselfly Coenagrion puella and,
from early May, the Hairy Dragonfly Brachytron pratense, before the birds disperse to other parts of the country.

*2001 was a year when foot-and-mouth restrictions were in place. In the five years preceding 2000 only one May count
exceeded ten: 16 in 1998.

Breeding season and summer

Pair fledged two young at nest-site in East Somerset; family party with two juveniles seen at a location on
the Avalon Marshes, and two pairs nested in the west, one fledging two young, but the outcome unknown for
the other. Apart from these, ignoring summering second-year birds, pairs present during breeding season at two
sites in East Somerset, and at two on coast of Bridgwater Bay.

Usual thinly scattered summer records of single birds at 35 widely spread sites across the County.

Autumn

In Avalon Marshes, one or two in September, up to 26th, then four on 28th/29th, and one, October 2nd.
Elsewhere, only 16 records from 13 places in September. Last of the year was at Selworthy Combe on October 29th.
Prey and interaction

Apart from usual insects, other prey taken or chased were Swift, Swallow, House Martin and Greenfinch.

Two, mobbing a Peregrine over Knowle Hill (Bawdrip), August 21st; two sparring with Ravens over
Horridge Down Wood on the 27th; and one of two birds pursued by female/juvenile Merlin, Meare Heath,
September 29th.

PEREGRINE Falco peregrinus
Uncommon, but increasing, resident breeder; fairly common winter visitor and passage-migrant.
Total of 358 records from about 93 sites, only a slight reduction compared to previous three years.

Winter periods

As usual, outside the breeding season most records were from Levels, coast and western hills. The most
reported was four, at Steart in September and at West Sedge Moor in November. Favoured lookouts included
electricity pylons (commonly), and radio and mobile-phone masts.
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An injured juvenile male, perched and favouring what appeared to be a broken tarsus, at Brean Down,
September 22nd/23rd.

Breeding season

Breeding proved, or suspected from continual presence, at 14 sites; eight inland, mostly at quarries, the
remainder coastal. Of these, nine pairs fledged 19 young; outcome from others unknown. A good result,
especially considering that records were not received from at least two further known sites.

In East Somerset: two young fledged at each of two sites; pairs present at two others and display seen at
one, but outcome unknown from either. On Mendip, two young fledged at well-known site; pair present at
another, but outcome unknown. At two known inland sites in the west: one young fledged at one site; outcome
unknown at the other. At six known coastal sites, five produced fledged young: four, three, two, two and one;
outcome unknown at the other.

Prey and interaction

Prey taken or chased included Manx Shearwater, Common Snipe, Common Redshank, Wigeon, Teal,
Woodpigeon, Feral Pigeon and Starling.

Prolonged aerial dispute between two adults, a male and female, Kennard Moor, January 16th; one, mobbed
by two Hobbies and later seen carrying a twig, Bawdrip, August 21st; juvenile, hunting low over marsh,
scattering lots of duck, at same time as hunting Hen and Marsh Harriers, Greylake Reserve, December 9th.

\WATER RAIL Rallus aquaticus

Fairly common but very local resident breeder; more widespread as winter visitor and passage-
migrant.

Breeding records
Coast of Bridgwater Bay

At Berrow, family seen in August.
Avalon Marshes

On Westhay Moor, six families, June toAugust; at least 23 ‘sharming’ males, Ham Wall; one family at
extension to Catcott Heath Reserve. A few records from other parts of this area but without a full survey they
give a false impression of the numbers present, as the Ham Wall figures show.

Heard at four sites at Greylake Reserve, where it is suspected many more are present, and two at West Sedge

The decline in the number of wintering birds continued, birds being particularly scarce in the second winter
period. This is reflected in the national picture and is considered likely to be the result of a climate-related
eastwards shift in wintering distribution, the theory being supported by a recent steady increase in the
Netherlands. Spring passage was poor; the return passage was stronger, some decent-sized roosts being found
around the Parrett Estuary.

Inland records dominated by small numbers of passage birds at Meare Heath, where up to 15 in spring and
five in autumn. Other records: singles at West Sedge Moor on January 31st and two on March 31st, Torr Works
Reservoir on April 11th and October 10th, Kennard Moor on April 20th, and Durleigh Reservoir on August 30th;

The rather low counts in the first two months of the year in Bridgwater Bay may not have reflected the true
numbers present. The December 2008 and March 2009 counts were consistent with previous years; however,
numbers around this area were probably slightly down from previous years

Away from Bridgwater Bay, small numbers between Berrow and Porlock Marsh; 17 flew south over Brean
Down on February 28th.

LAPWING Vanellus vanellus

Fairly common local breeder; abundant winter visitor and passage-migrant. Has greatly
decreased.

Breeding season

Maximum of 131 breeding pairs, a small increase from 2008. Although recorded numbers were boosted by
additional survey work on the Levels, they still fell well short of the 2007 total. It would appear, however, that
there has been a small upward trend in breeding numbers over the last decade. Most pairs found on Levels or
immediately adjacent to them. Sites holding ten or more pairs: Upper Axe Valley (17), Tealham/Tadham Moors
(11), Moorlinch/Greylake Reserve (15), Butleigh/ Walton/Somerton Moors (11), West Sedge Moor (15), and
King’s Moor/Witcombe Bottom (ten). Up to four pairs at a number of other sites on Levels: Westhay Moor,
Catcott Lows, Aller Moor, Wet Moor and West Moor (Hambridge). Only a handful in other parts: two at
Hardway, near South Brewham, and possibly one at Wanstrow; up to four near Berrow in early May; two may
have bred on Pawlett Hams; and up to six pairs present at Ash, near Ilchester, where may have bred (cf. records
for nearby Tintinhull in 2007).

The high numbers recorded in Bridgwater Bay in late 2008 continued into the first winter period, when as
many as 5,000 birds were in the area.

Three birds appeared to spend the summer around Steart Point, followed by the usual light autumn passage
along the coast, mainly around Bridgwater Bay, but small numbers also at the Axe Estuary, Dunster Beach and
Porlock Marsh. The last was at Huntspill Sea Wall on October 10th.

CURLEW Numenius arquata
Uncommon breeder; common winter visitor and passage-migrant. Has decreased in uplands.

Breeding season

The Somerset Levels and Moors Wader Survey found 41 pairs, and another was present between Westhay
and Shapwick; an increase for that area over 2008 but offset by only two other sites possibly holding breeding
birds: one calling at dusk in early April at Priddy Mineries and one which may have had young at Dunkery Hill
Gate in early June. Otherwise, only one Exmoor record, at least in Somerset: one at Webber’s Post, May 9th.
The significant breeding area is at West Sedge Moor, where 27 pairs nested, the same number as in 2008; this
site may have reached saturation point. Elsewhere, four pairs on King’s Sedge Moor and six on Wet Moor. Single
pairs or displaying males also seen on Tealham Moor, Aller Moor and West Moor, Hambridge.

Fairly common passage-migrant or storm-vagrant.
Spring passage
A poor year, with only three records: two, Parrett Estuary, May 8th and 26th, and one, Chard Reservoir, on 27th.

Fairly common offshore visitor or storm-vagrant. May have formerly bred.
No records away from the west.

The best year since 1997, when a minimum of six were recorded.

PUFFIN Fratercula arctica
Rare offshore visitor, chiefly as storm-vagrant.
Two records of single birds: east past Minehead, May 26th (JLT); and off Hurlstone Point, October 31st (AW).

ROCK DOVE (feral form) Columba livia
Fairly common feral resident breeder.

Once again very poorly recorded, with records submitted only from: Cheddar Gorge; four of 25 tetrads in ST52,
centred on Podimore; Taunton and Wellington; Watchet, Bratton, and Porlock.
Highest count: 182 in Taunton on October 1st.

An unusual midsummer flock of 38, comprising both adults and juveniles, Walton Heath, June 27th.

Autumn and second winter period
A flock of about 150, presumably migrants, flew south over Catcott Heath, November 2nd. The only other
counts over ten were of 25, Greylake Reserve, October 30th, and 14, Corton Denham, December 13th.

\XYOODPIGEON Columba palumbus
Abundant resident breeder; also winter visitor and passage-migrant.
A slight downturn in reporting this year, with records submitted from exactly 100 localities.

First winter period

Flocks of 100 or more in first winter period: about 200, Bayford, January 1st; 500, between Luccombe and
Blackford, on 6th; 100, Langham Hill, on 9th; 250, Holywell Farm, Mells, on 31st; 121, Dunster Beach,
February 13th; and up to 160, Poole Tip, in February.

Flocks of over 100 included: 210, Lytes Cary, November 7th; about 800 flying into roost, Durleigh
Reservoir, on 14th; 400, Butleigh, on 15th; 300, Bicknoller, on 18th; about 1,500 in cabbage field, Thurloxton,
on 19th; about 1,000, Stolford, December 6th; and 146, Steart (Babcary), on 12th.

Unusual plumage variants included a melanistic bird paired with a ‘normal’ one, Kingston St Mary, on
several dates in April, and the regular partial-albino at Brean Down, September 20th.

COLLARED DOVE Streptopelia decaocto
Common resident breeder and occasional passage-migrant.
Only 80 records received: a poor return for a bird which is common but currently showing some signs of decline.

First winter period
Largest flocks: 27 in one garden, Haselbury Plucknett, January 30th; 27, Dunster Marsh, February 15th; and
18, Hawkwell Cross, on 22nd.
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Breeding season

This species has a notoriously extended breeding season, but records during April-July were noted from the
following sites, with asterisk where nesting confirmed:

TURTLE DOVE Streptopelia turtur
Rare migrant breeder and passage-migrant, perhaps now extinct.
Only two records, both of single birds in autumn: Lower Rodhuish, September 28th (C. Thomas); and Tonedale,
October 13th (Mrs R. Pickersgill).
After a flicker of encouragement in 2008, another poor year.

ROSE-RINGED PARAKEET Psittacula krameri
Rare feral visitor or escapee.

Three records of single birds: juvenile, Steart, July 22nd (A. Jacobs); Westbury-sub-Mendip, also on 22nd (SC);
and Chard, December 18th (C. Beer per AG).

Records are becoming more regular, though still less than annual. Whether this is due to dispersal from the
still-growing feral population in the Home Counties, or to better reporting of occasional escapes, is a moot point.

CUCKOO Cuculus canorus

Locally fairly common migrant breeder and passage-migrant, chiefly in spring. Greatly decreased
in lowland farmland.
First arrival: Coleford, April 7th.

A total of 176 records submitted, slightly up on 2008. April and May records once again predominated, but
there were more than last year in June, and four in July, the last being a juvenile at Little Silver, near Wellington,
on 27th. Once again, no sightings on autumn passage.

An encouraging increase in reports from the
south and south-west and from the Quantocks.

BARN OWL Tyto alba
Uncommon and now very local resident breeder.

A disappointingly low total of 76 records, from only 55 sites. It is to be hoped that more have been entered into
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the Atlas database — as with all nightbirds, this species must be badly under-recorded, though its partly diurnal
habits make it more obvious than some.

LONG-EARED OWL Asio otus
Rare resident breeder; scarce winter visitor and passage-migrant.

Only eight records from four sites, so in some ways a poor year, but on a brighter note there were three records
of confirmed breeding.
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First winter period
One record: calling male at a new site on Quantocks, March 1st.

Breeding season

At a new site on Mendip, a juvenile was heard begging on June 13th and 27th, and an adult seen on the
latter date; two young seen and heard at the regular site on the east side of Bridgwater Bay in late July and early
August; and a juvenile heard calling in the Croydon Hill area, July 26th.

Some encouraging signs, then, that this elusive species may be at least a little commoner in the County than
we had thought.

SHORT-EARED OWL Asio flammeus
Uncommon and irregular winter visitor and passage-migrant. Has bred (last in 1977).

First winter period

Five records, all except one of single birds: North Moor, February 1st; Burtle Moor, on 11th and March 3rd;
East Waste, on 15th; and two, Long Holcombe, on 20th.
Spring passage

Two on North Moor, March 29th-April 4th, one bird remaining until May 2nd.
Autumn passage and second winter period

Nine records of single birds: Moorland, October 2nd; Burrowbridge, on 3rd; Larkbarrow, on 10th; Wall
Common, on 18th; Luccombe Hill, on 28th; Greylake Reserve, November 12th; Brue Estuary, December 6th;
Long Holcombe, on 9th; and Wall Common again on 17th.

Another poor year for wintering birds, even by recent standards. In the last few years lingering spring
migrants have seemed to offer the best chance to see this most charismatic of species.

NIGHTJAR Caprimulgus europaeus

Locally fairly common migrant breeder; occasional passage migrant.

Arrival and breeding season

First: Crawter Hill, May 9th. All references are to churring males. The poor July weather must have had a
serious effect on second broods.

About nine, Grabbist Hill to Wootton Common; one, Little Headon Plantation; four, North
Hill/Woodcombe, and three, Selworthy Combe/Bury Castle; six along flanks of Robin How, from above Ford to
Webber’s Post; single birds on Horner Hill, Cloutsham Ball and Easter Hill, and in Luccombe Plantation; two
or three, Crawter Hill/Ley Hill/Halse Combe; and one heard by resident, Culbone Hill.

None on Winsford Hill.

Total of about 50 on Brendon Hills/Exmoor (DKB, RJB, RHD, JRi, CS & ENPA volunteers.)

Departure
Last: Croydon Hill, August 31st.
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ALPINE SWIFT Apus melba
Very rare visitor.

Two records of presumably the same bird, seen briefly over Meare Heath, April 24th (the late Julian Parfitt) and
May 8th (T. Mullins, C.Oram).

The first records since one over Brean Down on April 21st 2002. Of the seven previous records, four were
in spring (March-May), two in autumn (November 1952 and October 1954), and one undated.

SWIFT Apus apus
Common migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

Spring passage

First records: singles over Bratton and Taunton, April 14th. Usual gatherings over Shapwick Heath in May,
the largest being of about 350 on 8th and 600 on 19th; 150, Dunster Beach, on 8th; and 300, North Moor, on
17th.

Breeding season

Widely recorded as always, but breeding records only from: Bruton (about ten pairs); Norton St Philip (at
least three) and Coleford (seven); Combwich (five) and Knighton; West Coker and West Camel; Crewkerne
(about 25) and Ilminster; Creech St Michael (about 12, which “appeared to have a good breeding season”),
Taunton (two pairs at Hydrographic Office, and at least two in Priory Avenue) and Wellington; Watchet,
Holnicote, Minehead, Exford and Dulverton.

Numbers in Bridgwater were estimated to be down by 10% on previous years, though a small increase in
breeding pairs at Combwich (RLM).

Autumn passage

As usual, most breeding birds left early, few being seen in second half of August. Only notable movement
was 100 south-west over Barton St David on July 30th. Two September records of single birds were last of year:
Shapwick Heath, on 2nd; and Ham Wall, on 5th.

KINGFISHER Alcedo atthis
Uncommon resident breeder; perhaps winter visitor and passage-migrant.
Total of 233 records submitted, exactly the same as last year, from 104 sites.

Scarce passage-migrant. Has bred.

(C. Beatson-Hird per DKB); and one, Dunball Wharf, November 15th (M. & J. Jackson).

WRYNECK Jynx torquilla
Rare passage-migrant, chiefly in autumn. Formerly migrant breeder.
Seven autumn records, all of single birds: Westcombe (Batcombe) “late in August” (S. Smith); Compton
Dundon, from 20th for two to three weeks into September (B. Gardener); Ham Wall, on 27th (RSPB); Chilton
Polden, September 2nd (T. Rooke); Chetsford Water, on 6th (CS); brought in by cat and released apparently
unharmed, West Coker, on 8th (W. White); and an elusive bird on Brean Down, 18th-24th (PB, JJP ef al.).

The recent upsurge in records continues, but spring birds are still truly rare.

GREEN WOODPECKER Picus viridis

Common resident breeder.

Breeding season

Recorded at following sites, with asterisk where breeding confirmed:

LESSER SPOTTED WOODPECKER Dendrocopos minor
Uncommon resident breeder. Decreasing.
Twenty-four records submitted; a small increase on last year, but from only 13 sites. Most were again from first
winter and spring periods, though also noted in September and October.

Central, South and South-west Somerset

Only confirmed breeding record of the year: adult with two juveniles in a West Camel garden in August
(Mrs. M. Gordon). Other records from Donyatt, Feltham and West Monkton.

The Quantock reports are welcome after last year’s blank, but this species must still be drastically under-
recorded.

GOLDEN ORIOLE Oriolus oriolus
Rare summer visitor and spring passage migrant. Has bred.

One heard, Pitcombe, near Bruton, May 31st (Alison Norris, ex BirdTrack); description of calls and observer’s
previous experience of the species supplied. First record since April 2003; 17th record since 1993.

RED-BACKED SHRIKE Lanius collurio
Very rare summer visitor and passage-migrant. Formerly bred.

One record: juvenile/first-winter, King’s Sedge Moor, September 19th-22nd (TR et al.).
Annual in last five years: three in June and three in September.

GREAT GREY SHRIKE Lanius excubitor
Rare winter visitor and passage-migrant.

At least four, thus prolonging run of wintering birds on Mendip and/or Exmoor since 2005: one, possibly first-
winter, Nutscale/Chetsford area, January 21st-March 15th, roaming between Thurley Combe, Ember Combe,
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Great Hill and Almsworthy Common (NS, JAT et al.). Three in autumn: Brimble Pit Pool, Westbury-sub-
Mendip, October 31st -November 15th (JBl et al.); Almsworthy Common and Chetsford Water, November 11th-
December 16th, and probably same bird at Hawkcombe Head, December 12th (J.Last, BDG, ENHS et al.).

WOODCHAT SHRIKE Lanius senator
Very rare visitor.
Two records: adult male, Tealham Moor, May 12th (DGM et al.); and juvenile, Brimble Pit Pool, Westbury-sub-

Mendip, September 6th-8th (J.Ball ef al.).
Recorded for fourth consecutive year.

MAGPIE Pica pica
Very common resident breeder. Has increased.
Although widely reported throughout the County, insufficient breeding records were submitted to allow any

form of analysis. In common with the last two years, several observers suggest that abundance in some areas has
decreased, reflecting the slight decline in the national population found in the last decade.

Winter periods
Widely reported, highest counts being: 16, Minehead, February 22nd; 21, Staple Fitzpaine, on 28th; 19,
North Hill, March 4th; 15, Taunton, December 10th; 25, Cheddar Reservoir, on 31st.

JAY Garrulus glandarius
Fairly common resident breeder; occasional passage-migrant.

JACKDAW Corvus monedula
Very common and increasing resident breeder; scarce passage-migrant.

Widely reported throughout the year across the County. Insufficient breeding records were submitted to allow
analysis.

Widely reported, highest counts being: 650, Catsford Common, and 208, Bawdrip Level, January 31st; 100
Cheddar Gorge, March 21st; 300, Crewkerne, October; 700, Torr Works Reservoir, on 16th; 200, Westbury
Moor, December 2nd.

ROOK Corvus frugilegus

Abundant resident breeder.

Breeding season
Records of 30 rookeries were received, the largest colonies recorded being: 76 nests, Hinkley Point; 52,
Easthams, Crewkerne; 50, Whitestaunton; 70, Wayford Woods; 94, Little Silver, Wellington. A survey of
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rookeries in the Upper Axe Valley and adjacent areas of the Mendips registered 629 active nests; this represented
only a 1.6% decline since 2008, with a steeper decline on Mendip (-2.4%) than on the moors (+0.6%) (DLB).

A similar picture of stability in the number of occupied nests was apparent in the few records that gave
details of counts from previous years. Rookeries at which increases and declines were recorded: 52, Easthams,
increase from 12 in 2008 and nil in 2007; 76 occupied nests, Hinkley Point, 28% reduction from 2009; 48 nests,
Fitzhead, 9% increase from 2009. AJP commented that although the number of nests in two rookeries in the
Crewkerne area had remained approximately the same as last year, the productivity was reduced.

Winter periods
Widely reported, highest counts being: 200, Wick Moor, January 10th; 152, Bawdrip Level, on 30th; about
400, Wellington, November; 500, Torr Works Reservoir, December 5Sth.

CARRION CROW Corvus corone

Abundant resident breeder.

Breeding season

Widely reported across the County. Few confirmed breeding records were submitted: Nettlebridge;
Burnham; Crewkerne; Walton Sluice; Shapwick Heath NNR; Westhay Heath; Creech St Michael.

One bird carrying potential nesting material, Cary Moor, December 28th.

Winter periods
Widely reported, largest counts: 40, Dunster Marsh, February 15th; 127, Ham Wall, on 21st; 150, Parrett
Estuary, April 14th and 45, on August 30th; 30, Watchet, October 18th.

RAVEN Corvus corax
Locally common and increasing resident breeder.

Breeding season

Records of 30 pairs (22 in 2009) present or displaying in suitable habitats, with asterisk for confirmed
breeding:

Breeding confirmed in May: one pair, Alfred’s Tower, seen carrying food (BAT).

First winter period

Single birds: West Monkton, January 1st; Shapwick Heath, on 4th; Steart on 4th and February 5th; and Apex
Leisure Park, March 15th.
Autumn passage

Two, Hurlstone Point, October 17th; and one, Brean Down, on 25th/26th.

Second winter period
One, Edford Wood, October 3rd; two, Chard Reservoir, November 11th; and one, Coleford, December 12th.

BLUE TIT Cyanistes caeruleus
Abundant resident breeder; occasional winter visitor and passage-migrant.

Breeding season

Recorded at sites throughout the County, with nest boxes being used at many sites. Birds investigating
possible sites were reported as early as January 3rd at Coleford. Estimates of breeding pairs at sites monitored
by Natural England: 20, Shapwick Heath NNR; 27, Westhay Moor. First record of fledging: May 19th, Street.
In woodland at Hinkley Point County Wildlife Site nesting attempts were made in 22 of 72 nest boxes, and
young fledged from 95% of nesting attempts with a fledging rate (fledglings/eggs laid) of 70%.

Winter periods
Widely reported, with highest counts in December: in Avalon Marshes, 43 on Westhay Moor, 24 at Ham
Wall, 21 on Shapwick Heath, and 32 on Catcott Lows.

GREAT TIT Parus major
Abundant resident breeder; occasional winter visitor and passage-migrant.

Breeding season
Recorded at sites throughout the County, nest boxes being used at many sites. Estimates of breeding pairs
at sites monitored by Natural England: 21, Westhay Moor; 14, Shapwick Heath.
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Winter periods
Widely reported, highest counts being: ten, Bratton, February 6th; 26, Sparkford Wood, December 12th; 14,
Westhay Moor, on 25th; and 17, Ham Wall, on 28th.

COAL TIT Periparus ater
Common resident breeder; occasional passage-migrant, and presumably winter visitor.

Breeding season

MARSH TIT Poecile palustris

Uncommon resident breeder. Decreasing.

Most were from east and south. Earliest breeding activity: pair copulating, Edford Wood, March 31st. First
confirmed breeding: pair feeding young, Aisholt, April 18th.

BEARDED TIT Panurus biarmicus
Scarce and very local resident breeder, winter visitor and passage- migrant.

Records show a slight increase from those of previous year, though there were possibly only three breeding pairs
in the County.

At the traditional site in the reed-bed at Berrow, one pair was seen with six to eight juveniles (BES). At Ham
Wall, two breeding pairs, and one carrying food on April 15th (RSPB).

First winter period
Singles, Cary Moor, January 1st and February 28th (BAT); two, Shapwick Heath (East), January 3rd (BDG).

Autumn and second winter period

One juvenile, Canada Farm Lake, August 30th (AW); 20, Ham Wall, September 24th (RSPB); one, Meare
Heath, October 12th (AA); four, Shapwick Heath (East) (per D Reeves), September 27th, and singles at same
site, October 18th and December 20th (JLT); one, Wall Common, December 22nd (JRB).

SKYLARK Alauda arvensis

Locally common resident breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant. Has decreased in many
areas.

Breeding season

Singing birds recorded throughout County, especially on Levels, coast and Exmoor. At RSPB Reserves, 183
pairs on West Sedge Moor and 24 at Greylake, compared with 237 and 30 in 2008. Breeding confirmed at
Huntspill Sea Wall, Steart, Crewkerne, Selworthy Beacon and Bossington Hill; widely observed on Exmoor, but
no detailed counts.

First winter period
Large numbers during severe weather: 50, Bossington/Porlock Marsh, January 2nd; 320, Steart, on 5Sth, rising
to 820 on 6th. Evidence of birds returning after the end of the cold spell: 15 overhead at Cucklington, February 11th.

Autumn passage
For details of passage at West Myne, see separate paper.

Second winter period
Widely reported, the largest flocks being: 130, Knighton, October 10th; 99, Doulting, November 8th; 105,
South Petherton, December 18th, and at Cary Moor on 30th.

SAND MARTIN Riparia riparia
Uncommon migrant breeder; common passage-migrant.

Arrivals and spring passage

First arrivals: one, Gold Corner, February 28th; two, Meare Heath, March 2nd, and ten, Ham Wall, on 5th;
thereafter recorded daily, mainly from coastal sites and Levels. By mid March, passage in full swing: 80,
Cheddar Reservoir, and 200, Meare Heath, on 14th; 130, Apex Leisure Park, on 15th. Higher numbers in April:
400, Shapwick Heath, on 10th, and 700, Cheddar Reservoir, on 25th.

Breeding season

Early records of return to breeding sites: Bathpool, March 15th; Greenham, on 29th; and Ashford Reservoir,
April 12th.

Confirmed, or suspected, breeding at following sites: Cary Moor, where four seen to enter holes in new
artificial bank, but breeding unconfirmed; three to five nests in peat-mound, Rock’s Drove, Glastonbury Heath,
as in 2008; up to 17 pairs, ARC sandpits, Greenham, reared at least 63 juveniles; one pair raised two broods in
drainage hole, Creech St Michael; and at least five pairs in drainage holes of concrete bank, Ashford Reservoir,
where ten in 2009.
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On Exmoor, no nesting proved on Exe or Barle, though up to four briefly present at foot of Brady Moor and
one or two at Hele Bridge.

Late-summer and autumn passage
Highest counts: 100 south, Sharpham, July 27th; 100, Bratton, on 31st and August Sth, and at Brean Down,
September 12th; and 30, Cheddar Reservoir, on 19th.

SWALLOW Hirundo rustica
Common migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

Arrivals and spring passage

First record: three, Hinkley Point, March 13th followed by several coastal records on next day, then an
apparent lull until 24th and thereafter recorded daily. The majority of these early records for March and the first
week of April came from the coast, inland waters and the Levels, and involved small groups, rarely exceeding
15 individuals. In the second week of April higher counts were recorded, again on inland waters and coastal
sites: Torr Works Reservoir, 120 on April 4th, 400 on the 17th, and 500 on May 16th; 100, Wimbleball Lake,
April 8th; 240, Brean Down, on 15th; 300, Cheddar Reservoir, and 300, Minehead Golf Course, April 27th; 200,
Berrow, May 14th.

Breeding season

Only a few records of confirmed breeding in June and July, all widely dispersed throughout the County. At
Bodden, at least 20 nests scattered throughout a large complex of farm buildings. In Crewkerne town, at least
20 pairs nested, but laid only single clutches. Late broods: pair feeding four nestlings, Taunton, September 8th,
and pair feeding two well-grown nestlings, Durleigh Reservoir, on 9th.

Autumn passage

Gatherings and movements of large numbers recorded in late August and September. Highest daily total:
4,500 flying over Brean Down, September 12th. Largest gatherings: 2,000, feeding over fields, Otterhampton,
September 16th and 1,500, Catcott Lows, September 18th.

For passage at West Myne, see separate paper.

Winter periods
Late records of single birds: Combwich, November 11th and December 9th; Creech St Michael, November
29th; Stolford, December 12th; and Carhampton, on 19th.

HOUSE MARTIN Delichon urbicum
Common migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

Arrivals and spring passage

First record: one, Westhay, March 25th, and thereafter daily, mostly in groups of fewer than ten. In May
some larger groups recorded, with evidence of a particularly heavy passage in mid May: 250, Torr Works
Reservoir, on 18th; and 250, Shapwick Heath (East), on 19th.

Breeding season

Earliest records of return to nesting sites: Ilchester, April 7th, and Burtle, on 9th. The majority of colonies
comprised up to six nests, the largest discrete colony being 11 in Ilchester, although 49 nests were recorded in
Porlock village. Few records gave any indication of fluctuations in colony size; however, in Combwich village
69 nests were occupied, compared to 81 in 2008, and in Bridgwater no birds returned to a small colony within
the town.

Autumn passage
Very heavy passage, September 18th-20th, mostly east or south on coasts: 200, Brean Down, on 19th, and
400 on 20th; 173, West Myne, on 18th, and 1,559 on 19th,when also about 4,000 at Hurlstone Point.

Winter period
One late bird, Muchelney, December 2nd.

CETTI'S WARBLER Cettia cetti
Locally fairly common resident breeder; rare passage-migrant.

Total of 110 records: 72% from Levels and Bridgwater area; 25% from coastal areas of Bridgwater Bay; and 3%
from East and West Somerset.
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Most records relate either to numbers of singing males or to pairs; others make no distinction, but are most
likely to refer to singing males. These are frequently polygamous; studies at Radipole (Dorset), mainly by D.T.
Ireland, showed that 70% are so (see BWP VI). It would therefore seem that for SB we should confine our records
of breeding to those of singing males.

All seasons
Breeding sites are given first, followed by comments on wintering records.
East
Present in winter only, at Cary Moor and in the Blackmoor Vale.
Coast of Bridgwater Bay
Brean Down, Berrow, Apex Leisure Park and Huntspill River; Wall Common and Knighton. In winter
recorded at all sites, and also at Steart.
Axe Valley
Knowle Moor. In winter at Rooks Bridge.
Avalon Marshes and nearby areas
On Westhay Moor, 35 “breeding pairs”, and on the NNR, 20 singing males; Street Heath; 86 singing males
on Ham Wall (93 in 2008); Ashcott Corner; 54 “breeding pairs”, Shapwick Heath NNR; Catcott Heath (West)
and Chilton Moor; 20 territories, Puriton. Present at all these in winter, and also at Sharpham.
Bridgwater area
Dunball, Bridgwater, Huntworth and Combwich Ponds. Present at all these in winter.
King s Sedge Moor
Present in winter only, at Moorland and Greylake Reserve.
Minehead Coast
Present in winter only, at Dunster Hawn.

LONG-TAILED TIT Aegithalos caudatus
Common resident breeder; occasional passage-migrant in autumn.
Numbers fluctuated widely, possibly reflecting severe weather in winter and early spring.

Breeding season
Breeding attempts confirmed, mostly by presence of juveniles:
East
Doulting, Orchardleigh Lake and Edford Wood.
Coast of Bridgwater Bay and Avalon Marshes
Berrow; Westhay Moor, Street Heath, Shapwick Heath NNR and Westhay Heath.
South and South-west, and Quantocks
Crewkerne; Little Silver and Wellington; and Bagborough Plantation.
Large post-breeding flocks: 67, North Hill, June 10th; 39, Ilminster, and 38, Stockland Bristol, on 26th.

Winter periods
Widely reported in December, highest counts being: 40, Canada Farm, on 20th; 41, Westhay Moor, on 25th;
38, Catcott Lows, on 27th; and 33. Ham Wall, on 28th.

YELLOW-BROWED WARBLER Phylloscopus inornatus
Rare passage-migrant and winter visitor.

Two records of single birds: Apex Leisure Park, November 8th (AMS, BES, JLT et al.); and Westhay Moor,
December 25th-28th (DLB et al.).
There are now 37 Somerset records.

\WOOD WARBLER Phylloscopus sibilatrix
Locally common migrant breeder; uncommon passage-migrant. Has decreased.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Bin Combe, Quantocks, April 14th, and Horner Wood, on 16th. Single birds at Cranmore Tower on
23rd and Wellington Basins on 27th were presumably migrants.
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Yellow-browed Warbler (page 83)

Breeding season
East and Mendip

Up to four singing males, Alfred’s Tower, April-June; one heard, Rowberrow Warren, May 5th, but not later.
Blackdowns

Better year than last: in May and early June, two singing at Staple Hill, three around Wellington Monument,
and single birds at Thurlbear Quarrylands and Castle Neroche.
Quantocks

An improvement, with at least 26 singing males, two in Bagborough Plantation and the rest in north-eastern
combes: seven in Holford Combe/Frog Combe; nine in Hodder’s Combe/Somerton Combe/Stert
Combe/Slaughterhouse Combe; four on Over Stowey Common/Robin Upright’s Hill; three in Bin Combe/
Duke’s Plantation; and one in Staple Plantation.
Brendons and Exmoor

Eight singing around Wimbleball Lake (four in West Hill Wood, three in Upton Cleeve and one below the
dam) and four on Croydon Hill. In Horner Woods, the main site, at least 35 pairs bred, an increase since 2008
of about a third (WJW); to these another five should probably be added from other observers around the fringes
of his study area and in northern Dunkery combes. Other Exmoor sites were: Selworthy Combe (four); Hawk
Combe (one); Porlock Parks (at least two); Weir Wood/Met Combe (two); and at least 17 in Barle Valley, one in
Hillway Wood, three from Tarr Steps to Marsh Bridge, and the high number of 13 in Burridge Wood (RSPBW).

Departure
Last birds seen in nest, July 16th, on which day four on North Hill were probably migrants. Last record on
17th, in Hodder’s Combe.

CHIFFCHAFF Phylloscopus collybita
Common migrant breeder and passage-migrant; uncommon winter visitor.
January to March 10th
About 60 at 25 sites, mainly on Levels, in larger towns and at sewage works, many of which were same
sites as in 2008. By far the highest concentrations were in freezing conditions on January 6th, when at least 20

along Sharpham Deer Park ditch and five on Meare Heath. Apart from Stoke St Gregory and Pudleigh Sewage
Works, which both held up to five, most sites held only one or two.
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Arrival and spring passage

As usual, prolonged movements from March 15th (when ten at Apex Leisure Park) to late April. Highest
counts: around Wellington, 27 at various sites, March 18th, and 24, Little Silver area, April 3rd; 54 territories in
Upper Axe Valley, from 11th to 14th; 20, Orchardleigh Lake, April 13th; and 21, Westhay Moor, on 18th.

Breeding season

Counts of six or more singing males after April 20th include those made while studying tetrads for the
Atlas*, mostly in May. Otherwise generally well-distributed on lower ground, but often absent or present only
at low densities in uplands.

Eleven, West Sedge Moor; ten, King’s Moor/Long Load; six in ST4408, south of Crewkerne; 17,
Curland/Broadway to Slough Green; 13, Donyatt to Chard; and ten, Broadway.
South-west

Eight, Castle Neroche; 11, Britty Common/Mount Fancy and Staple Hill; eight, Witch Lodge; and ten,
Otterhead Lakes.
Bridgwater area and Quantocks

Twelve along Canal from Huntworth to Creech St Michael; nine, Cockercombe; and six, Over Stowey
Common.
Brendons

Nine, circuit of Wimbleball Lake; and 12, Croydon Hill*.

Autumn passage

Few records in July and August. As usual, most concentrations of later migrants were at Brean Down,
where ten counts of ten or more, September 5th-October 14th, including up to 30, September 19th and October
Sth. Inland, only one count of over eight: 32 in area of Stedhams Wood and along Tone near Wellington,
September 20th.

Garden records in Taunton from September 19th.

Second winter period

Only 13 in November, including six at Apex Leisure Park on 8th. About 30 in December, including five
each on Westhay Moor and around Canada Farm, and three at Greylake Reserve; others on Bridgwater Bay
coasts, Levels, around Chard, at sewage treatment works and at Dunster Hawn.

Other races
Only one report: a pale bird at Pudleigh Sewage Works, January 4th, was possibly of the Siberian race
Ph. c. tristis (AG).

WILLOW WARBLER Phylloscopus trochilus

Common migrant breeder and passage-migrant. Has decreased or disappeared in some lowland
areas.

Arrival and spring passage

First: Dunster Hawn, March 28th; Combwich and Blackbrook on 31st, and daily thereafter.

Most passage seen on coasts of Bridgwater Bay, beginning with an exceptionally early “fall” of 70 at Brean
Down, April 3rd; 20 to 30 there on five dates from Sth to 14th, and slightly smaller numbers along coast west
of Parrett in same period. First on Exmoor plateau not till 16th, but quickly increasing thereafter. On 23rd, 35
singing males in circuit of Wimbleball Lake and an unusual inland count of same number in woodland around
Cranmore Tower (see below for later records for this site).

Breeding season

Asterisk* for counts, usually of two hours, in Atlas tetrads. Figures are totals of singing males.
East

Eight on slopes of Beacon Hill; two, Torr Works Reservoir; three near Halecombe Quarry (Leigh upon
Mendip); 12 on slopes of Cranmore Tower; four in gorse near Moons Hill Quarry (Stoke St Michael); seven,
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Doulting*; total of 15 at seven sites along Mells River from Mells west to Harridge Wood and Nettlebridge; and
four, Ammerdown?*.

Are there really none along our western slope of the Selwood Ridge? The Birds of Wiltshire suggests
otherwise, but its maps may now be outdated.

Mendip

Twenty, Stock Hill; 22, Black Down*, and 21, Rowberrow Warren*; 14, Velvet Bottom, including Long
Wood*; and nine, Shipham*.

Coast of Bridgwater Bay and Levels between Mendip and Poldens

Eleven in Upper Axe Valley, April 11th-13th, but no later visits made; up to 40, Westhay Moor, May/June;
eight, Westhay Heath; two, Ham Wall; and 44, Shapwick Heath. High figures for Avalon Marshes are due to MG,
who, however, did not cover Ham Wall.

Levels south of Poldens, and South Somerset

Single birds, West Sedge Moor, Stan Moor, King’s Moor, West Coker, Scrapton and Broadway; two each,
Over Stratton and Langport to Muchelney. Others heard at Stathe and Peasmarsh in late April probably migrants.
AJP had no Crewkerne records.

South-west

On Blackdowns, where coverage much better than in 2008: two, Dommett Wood, and three, Fresh Moor;
31, Castle Neroche to Staple Hill; five, Otterhead Lakes; four each, Quants/Buckland Wood and Ringdown
Common; 29, Gortnell Common to Wellington Monument; and eight, Sampford Point.

In the Vale: three, Langford Heathfield; two, Ash Priors Common; and one near Halse.

Quantocks

Twenty-six sites held total of 88 males, approaching 2007 figures after the disappointing results in 2008; 55
south of Crowcombe-Nether Stowey road, where there is better habitat for species. In this section, main sites
were: Broomfield Hill (eight), Cothelstone Hill/Merridge Hill (12); Lydeard Hill (seven); and Bagborough
Plantation and Aisholt Common (six each). North of road, main sites were Hare Knap (six) and the side-combes
of Hodder’s Combe (eight); thinly distributed in less-vegetated northern combes, where highest total was four,
in Bicknoller Combe.

Brendons

Twenty-eight, Wimbleball Lake, including four in Hurscombe Reserve and six in West Hill Wood; count of
21, Haddon Hill, must have overlapped this; four, Haddon Wood; one, Withiel Hill, and two, Kennisham Hill;
one, Black Hill; ten, central Croydon Hill, in SS94Q*, and eight along west side, in SS94K.

Exmoor

Following RSPB Survey of 2008, records given can be only sample of full picture.

Thirteen on ridge from Grabbist Hill to Wootton Common; 13 from North Hill to Selworthy; single birds,
Halse Combe (Porlock) and Porlock Parks East; 31 around Dunkery Hill or from Horner Hill up East Water to
Stoke Ridge; two, Crawter Hill; 26, Met Combe/Weir Water, and 14, Chalk Water; two, Stent Hill; three,
Coscombe; 12 in tributaries of Upper Badgworthy; one, Upper Hoaroak Water; 12 down Exe from
Blackpitts/Prayway Head to Orchard Bottom; 19 from Exford to Larcombe Foot, including Road Hill; one,
Exebridge Lakes; and ten, Winsford Hill.

Along Barle and in tributaries: 30, Pinkery Pond to Simonsbath; 12, Pickedstones Bridge to Sherdon Hutch;
21, Sherdon Hutch to Hillway Wood or on Brady Moor; eight above Withypool and at sites south from there to
Old Barrow Plantation; 16, Hayes Wood to Tarr Steps, including slopes and combes along left bank; seven, Tarr
Steps to Castle Bridge; five, Sandyway to Kinsford Gate; and two, Lower Willingford Bridge.

EMP recorded 179 singing males, of which 124 were in Somerset; totals for both counties have increased
by at least 35% since 2006.

BLACKCAP Sylvia atricapilla
Common and probably increasing migrant breeder and passage-migrant; uncommon winter visitor.
January to mid March

About 65 at 33 sites, mainly at feeders in town gardens, where especially noticed in Berrow, Bridgwater,
Yeovil, Chard, Taunton and Wellington. Slightly more widespread than in 2008, perhaps because of colder weather.

Arrival and spring passage
Gap of week in records, March 8th-14th, shows departure of wintering birds, though some lingered in
gardens until 24th. Trickle of country and coastal records from March 17th, though most did not arrive until
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April; nine at Tonedale on 4th were followed by nine males in Upper Axe Valley on 11th, ten on Westhay Moor
on 18th, 12 at Hinkley Point on 21st, and ten around Cranmore Tower on 23rd. Generally distributed thereafter.

Breeding season

Asterisk* for counts, usually of two hours, in A#/as tetrads. Local figures are totals of five or more singing
males.

About 380 at 150 sites, though thinly recorded in south and in barer coastal farmland.

Only six records in July and five in August. Strong coastal passage at Brean Down, September 5th-30th:
over ten on nine dates, and from 40 to at least 60 present from 14th to 20th; still ten on October 14th, and six on
26th. Only one garden record before 30th.

In November/December, about 30 at 18 sites, mainly in Taunton and Wellington gardens.

GARDEN WARBLER Sylvia borin

Locally fairly common migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Newbury, Vobster, April 12th, and Brean Down, on 13th. Most arrived inconspicuously, as usual, from
23rd to early May.

Breeding season

At least 130 singing males; fewer than in 2008 despite intensive surveys in Avalon Marshes and Atlas work.

Asterisk* for counts, usually of two hours, in tetrads. Single males, unless otherwise stated.

Three single birds: Berrow, August 29th; and Apex Leisure Park, September 20th and November 11th; last
is sixth November record.

LESSER WHITETHROAT Sylvia curruca
Locally fairly common migrant breeder; uncommon passage-migrant.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Ilchester, April 12th. No obvious passage, Somerset being at north-west extremity of the range.

Breeding season

Asterisk* for counts, usually of two hours, in A#las tetrads. About 90 singing males: a higher total than usual
because of diligent Atlas work.

One with a head abscess frequented a mulberry in the middle of Westbury-sub-Mendip, July 18th-August
23rd.

Four September records: two, Brean Down, on 5th; one, Catsford Common, on 6th, and three there on 12th;
and one, Huntspill Sea Wall, on 20th.

COMMON WHITETHROAT Sylvia communis
Common migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Wall Common, April 7th, and Brean Down on 9th. Then daily through April, including 15 on Brean
Down on 16th and nine on Bawdrip Level on 22nd, but few on higher ground before May.

Breeding season

Asterisk™* for counts, usually of two hours, in A¢las tetrads. Local figures mostly of singing males, of which
about 300, much as in 2008. Westhay Moor again had significant numbers; high count on Somerton Moor
represented almost a tenth of the total. More might have been expected from A¢las work.

August to October

About 12 records in August, mostly inland, and some probably of late breeders. In September, 23, singly or
up to four together, and all but one on coast from Brean Down to Hurlstone Point.

One trapped by WIW at Five Bells, October 13th/14th, weighed 23.6 grams, the average being 17; of
20,000 records at BTO only 60 have exceeded 20 grams.

DARTFORD WARBLER Sylvia undata

Until 2009, locally fairly common resident breeder; also rare passage-migrant and perhaps winter
visitor. Disastrously affected by snow in February 2009.

First winter period
Single birds at Bicknoller Post, January 2nd, and in a reedy ditch at Wall Common on 11th.
After February snow, the following were the only records.

Breeding season and aftermath at breeding sites
Quantocks

On April 20th, pair between Bicknoller Post and Longstone Hill, and female carrying nesting material,
Beacon Hill (BDG); probable pair at latter, October 31st (C.Sampson).
Exmoor

One singing, April 16th, Alcombe Common; one or two fairly regularly on North Hill, April-October,
generally around tank traps and Moor Wood or near covered reservoir (JRi); further west on ridge, none till
August 2nd, when juvenile at Selworthy Beacon (BDG); on December 10th, male on Bossington Beacon, and
three birds on seaward side of Selworthy Beacon (DW).

One or two pairs bred successfully on Crawter Hill/Ley Hill; one or two in Halse Combe, June 9th, may
have been same; still present in December (CS).

One record from Dunkery Hill: male at top of Hollow Combe, May 9th (GMD). Parts of Robin How were
searched unsuccessfully in that month and later in year.

Autumn

One, probably juvenile, Sampford Common, October, where none earlier in year (C.Randall); and one,
Brean Down, 12th/13th (PB, RLM).
To anticipate

One or two did survive the second successive cold winter in 2010!
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GRASSHOPPER WARBLER Locustella naevia
Uncommon and irregular migrant breeder; also passage-migrant, chiefly in spring.

Arrival and spring passage

First: Berrow, April 4th. Then almost daily to 28th: total of about 55, mostly on or near coast of Bridgwater
Bay, with a few in Avalon Marshes and on eastern Exmoor; highest count of 12, Brean Down, on 12th. From
26th to 28th, three reeling from rape plants in pasture at Chapel Cleeve.

Breeding season

Some April birds may have remained to breed, but all the following were from May 1st to July 7th. No large
Exmoor numbers as in 2008, but few, if any, observers were on the ground before 06.00 hrs BST. Almost all
records were of single “reeling” males.

About three, Beacon Batch/Black Down.
East coast of Bridgwater Bay and Levels north and south of Poldens

Brean Down and Berrow; Knowle Moor; Ham Wall and Chilton Moor (but otherwise strikingly absent from
Avalon Marshes, despite early-morning visits by MG); West Huntspill; Greylake Reserve, two, King’s Sedge
Moor; Bawdrip Level; and five, West Sedge Moor.

SEDGE WARBLER Acrocephalus schoenobaenus
Locally common migrant breeder and passage-migrant.

One record: one, Bawdrip Level, May 17th; satisfactory description submitted (AMP). First record since 1999.

REED \WARBLER Acrocephalus scirpaceus

Locally common migrant breeder and passage-migrant. Has increased.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Hinkley Point, April 4th. Recorded daily thereafter, and fairly generally distributed in breeding areas
by 20th.

All records of singing males unless otherwise stated.

An Acrocephalus warbler on Cary Moor, December 19th, was probably this species, although Marsh
Warbler could not be excluded (RCFH, BAT).

WAXWING Bombycilla garrulus

Rare and erratic winter visitor.
One record: one mobbed by a Magpie, Queen’s Sedge Moor, March 20th (JHa).

NUTHATCH Sitta europaea

Fairly common resident breeder.

Recorded from following sites: numbers refer to certain or probable breeding pairs. An under-recorded species,
restricted to areas with a good supply of old timber, much of which is in private woodland or large gardens of
the well-to-do. Very scarce or absent along Bridgwater Bay coast and on Levels, though much escarpment
woodland has been neglected or is hard to search. Not divided by seasons, since Nuthatches are notoriously
sedentary. Most easily found at winter feeders.

STARLING Sturnus vulgaris

Very common resident breeder, but declining in some areas; abundant winter visitor and passage-
migrant.

First winter period

Only three roost counts: 10,000, Shapwick Heath, January 1st; 30,000, Yeovil Crematorium, February 10th;
and about a million, Ham Wall, on 21st; Exmoor roost at Litton not checked. Otherwise, scatter of counts of up
to 500 from grassland, mainly on Levels.

Breeding season

Reported from only ten sites: only urban counts were from Crewkerne, where population has declined to
about 40 pairs (AJP); during Atlas work in largely rural ST52, centred on Yeovilton/Podimore, found in 13
tetrads, with confirmed breeding in five (JLT); colonies of up to five pairs at Coleford and Rooks Bridge.

Dispersal and autumn passage

Post-breeding gatherings from early June; all Crewkerne birds had left by August 8th; no August records
from anywhere else, and none of more than 50 for September.

From second week of October, passage at two main sites: on coast from Axe Estuary to Berrow, where
movements mainly to south, with highest count of 1,021 on 23rd; and at West Myne, which was intensively
watched in early mornings; for this see separate paper.

Second winter period

First roost counts from Meare Heath, where 50,000 on October 30th; later, main roost concentrated on
north-east reedbed at Ham Wall, where 320,000 in late December. On Exmoor, Litton roost occupied from at
least early December, but bad weather frustrated counting; most birds here come from Mid-Devon grasslands.

DIPPER Cinclus cinclus
Locally fairly common resident breeder. Decreasing in lowlands and possibly elsewhere.

List of sites, arranged by rivers; not divided by season, but asterisk* indicates proved or probable breeding.
Farmland Dippers, and others on smaller streams, are seriously under-recorded and particularly hard to find in
summer. Population on Brendons, where footpaths do not often coincide with streams, must be far higher than
records show. Birds can be missed even on larger Exmoor rivers: for example, no records this year from
Badgworthy Water.

on Chalk Water (two)*; on Exe, at least four pairs from Exford to Bridgetown, and lower down at Hele Bridge
and Perry Bridge; on Barle, at least ten pairs from Cornham to Tarr Steps*, and thence to Dulverton.

RING OUZEL Turdus torquatus

Rare migrant breeder, almost certainly now extinct (last proved 2002); scarce passage-migrant,
now mainly in autumn.

Spring passage
Only four records of single birds, and none from Exmoor proper: Berrow, March 18th; Brean Down and
between Ashill and Broadway (in a hedge!), April 4th; and North Hill, on 11th.

Autumn passage

At least 30 in October: one, Collard Hill, from 12th to 15th; on Brean Down, five on 13th, and at least two
single birds from 14th to 18th; in Bagley Combe, single birds from 14th to 18th, and two on 15th; in Chetsford
Water, four on 6th, seven on 17th, and from one to six from 18th to 26th; at least four, Hurlstone Point, on 17th,
and up to eight on 19th; and one, Bratton, on 29th. Exmoor birds were gorging on rowan-berries.

One curious later record: juvenile with Blackbirds in a scrubby ditch at Nether Adber, Marston Magna,
November 15th (JLT).

BLACKBIRD Turdus merula
Abundant resident breeder; common winter visitor and passage migrant.

First winter period

Sample counts of 20 or more on lower ground in January/February: 20, Bayford; 24, Westhay Moor; 46,
Canada Farm, January 4th; 25 in a Butleigh garden in heavy snow, February 3rd; 20, south of Crewkerne; 22,
North Hill, and 20 each, Bratton and Bossington.

Breeding season

In Avalon Marshes, 11 on Street Heath, 31 on Westhay Moor and 14 on Shapwick Heath (MG); in ST52,
centred on Yeovilton/Podimore, present in all but one tetrad and confirmed as breeding in 11 (JLT); nested in
four kilometre squares round Crewkerne, but very few juveniles fledged, and numbers low in autumn (AJP).

Autumn passage and second winter period

No counts of more than ten until October. Total of 24 passing Brean Down, October 10th-17th. For West
Myne see separate paper.

Unusual inland count of 130, Shepton Mallet, November 13th (JHa). In December, a number of high counts
point to influxes: 22, Down Farm, Corton Denham; 30, Harris’s Vale, Coleford; 76, Cheddar Reservoir; 91,
Westhay Moor; 46, Canada Farm; 30, Catcott Heath; 27, West Sedge Moor; 42, Sparkford Wood; 50,
Foddington; 20, Lower Severalls Farm, Merriott; and 28, North Hill.

FIELDFARE Turdus pilaris

Common winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period

Counts of over 100, January/February: 120, Coleford; 350, Berrow; 195, Hinkley Point; 175, Kennard
Moor, 120 on Butt Moor, and 100 at Butleigh; 165, Bawdrip Level; 210, Greylake Reserve; 250, West Moor,
Hambridge, 250 on Wet Moor and 100 on King’s Moor; and 200, Merriott. Many smaller flocks elsewhere, but
few on high ground, and no Quantock or Exmoor records at all, probably in consequence of cold weather.
Spring passage

Widespread to end of March, but almost all on lower ground. Last count of 100 at Thornfalcon, March 4th,
but seven other records of 40 or more up to 29th; six April records, but only one after 12th: three at North Moor,
Moorland, on 20th.

Autumn passage and second winter period
First returning birds: two over Bawdrip Level, October 10th; further arrivals from 14th at West Myne, for
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which see separate paper. Some movements elsewhere coincided with West Myne peak, especially the 2,500
flying south-west over Combwich on November 10th (RLM).

Subsequent counts of 100 or more in December: 650, Kennard Moor, and 500 on Queen’s Sedge Moor; 100
each, Merriott and Sandyway.

SONG THRUSH Turdus philomelos

Common resident breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period

Following influx of December 2008, still 13 in Brue Estuary, nine at Dunster Hawn and 30 at Bossington
on January 2nd/3rd, 40 at Hinkley Point, on 11th, but no evidence of later arrivals under stress of weather. Song
noted from January 10th.

Breeding season

Total of 345 records, including many during Atlas work. This is now largely a woodland bird in Somerset;
it is hoped that Atlas results will eventually give a better picture of distribution than we now obtain from casual
records submitted.

Numbers are of singing males.

Autumn passage
Only four records, August 8th-September 12th. Then none until start of passage on 26th, when 25 on Brean
Down and nine on Bawdrip Level. From October 8th to November 10th, total of 288 at Axe Estuary/Brean Down,
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almost all October 9th-17th, including about 100 on 14th. Also at least 29 at West Myne or Hurlstone Point,
October 8th-24th, when sometimes in flocks of other thrushes; true numbers certainly much higher than this.

Second winter period

Few records in early December, highest count being of 16 on Cary Moor on 5th. Pre-Christmas snow
brought an influx: 45 on Porlock Marsh on 20th, up to 26 at Cheddar Reservoir from 24th to 31st, and 21 on
Westhay Moor on 25th/26th.

Subspecies

Some wintering birds showed characteristics of Continental (nominate) race 7. ph. philomelos: two,
Westhay Moor, January Ist, and one, Brue Estuary, on 2nd; up to seven, Cheddar Reservoir, December 24th-
31st, and one, Ham Wall, on 28th (DLB).

REDWING Turdus iliacus

Common winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period and spring passage

As usual, widespread on lower ground, but in small numbers. Only six counts of over 100: 125, Canada
Farm, January 4th; 100, Cheddar Reservoir, February; 245, Hinkley Point, 400, Moorhouse, Butleigh, and 100,
South Moor, Street, February 7th; 400, Wet Moor, on 11th; and 100, Hewish, March 12th. Many had probably
fled the severe weather.

Last records were of 60, Orchardleigh, March 21st, and one at Over Stratton on 24th.

Autumn passage

First arrivals: one, Bawdrip Level, October 10th; the next day, two at Bruton and 30, Cary Moor.

Coastal movements from 12th to November 12th: relatively small numbers around Bridgwater Bay, where
only counts of 100 or more were: 100, Brean Down, October 14th; 180, Berrow, on 28th; and 200, Brean Down,
November 10th. Much higher numbers from almost-daily watches at West Myne, for which see separate paper.

Inland, up to 250 in Chetsford Water, October 17th-19th.

Second winter period

Well-distributed on lower ground in December, but affected by pre-Christmas snow. Counts of 100 or more:
111, Galhampton, on 5th; 101, Babcary, on 12th; 110, Crewkerne, from 13th to 31st; 250 around Langport and
200 at Merriott, on 18th; 162, Foddington and 150, Over Stratton, on 27th.

MISTLE THRUSH Turdus viscivorus

Fairly common, but local, resident breeder; scarce and irregular passage-migrant.

January to June

Most are sedentary in or not far from their breeding territories, and are in song from early January, so any
account of distribution must begin with the New Year. Figures are those of singing males unless otherwise stated.

Family parties and flocks: total of ten, Great Hill/Fire Beacon, June 22nd; five, Hare Knap, on 25th; eight,
Bicknoller Hill, on 28th; 14, Neighbourne, July 29th; 11, Maunsell, North Petherton, August 12th; seven,
Avishayes House, Chard, on 23rd; 15, Butleigh, on 29th; ten, Ashford Reservoir, September 5th; 15, Torr Works
Reservoir, October 3rd; and 13, Porlock Common, on 4th.

Autumn migration
Totals of 20, West Myne, September 13th-October 4th, and six, Axe Estuary/Brean Down, October 13th-
27th, were probably migrants.

Second winter period

A number of casual records of ones and twos, mostly in known breeding areas, but also parties of nine,
Hawkcombe Head, November 9th, and eight, Timberscombe, December 21st.

Song at West Sedge Moor from November 24th; from then to end of year also at Herridge Wood and
Midelney Manor.

SPOTTED FLYCATCHER Muscicapa striata
Uncommon migrant breeder and passage-migrant. Probably still decreasing.

Arrival and spring passage
First: East Water and Wellington, May 2nd. Only certain passage was at Brean Down, where single birds
on 10th and 17th, and two on 30th.

Breeding season

About 115 records, almost exactly the same as in 2008. No doubt many are missed on private ground, and
will be even in A#las surveys. Single pairs, unless otherwise shown.

ROBIN Erithacus rubecula
Abundant resident breeder; also passage-migrant and winter visitor.

Breeding season
Levels from Mendip to Poldens

In Avalon Marshes, 30 pairs on Westhay Moor, three on Westhay Heath, 32 on Shapwick Heath NNR , and
nine on Street Heath (MG).
Central and South Somerset

In ST52 (Yeovilton/Podimore), recorded in 20 out of 25 tetrads (JLT); bred in all Crewkerne kilometre
squares, but numbers and success-rate low (AJP).
Brendons

Twelve territories in SS93Q (Croydon Hill).

Autumn passage and second winter period

Highest monthly count in ST4408 (South Crewkerne) was 31, in October. Only other evidence of autumn
influxes was count of 20 on Brean Down, November 10th.

Highest December counts: 21, Cheddar Reservoir, on 24th; and 47, Westhay Moor, on 25th.

NIGHTINGALE Luscinia megarhynchos

Uncommon migrant breeder, and passage-migrant in spring. Has recently decreased.

Breeding season

All records are of singing males.
East

One on railway embankment, Cockhill, June (and also in 2008).
East coast of Bridgwater Bay and Bridgwater area

Single birds: Berrow, May 25th; and Combwich Ponds, May 16th/17th.
South and South-west, and Quantock Coast

First: one singing at 05.30 hrs, Merryfield, April 5th, but no other records from this well-known site, where
much suitable habitat is normally out of bounds and this bird was heard by a security guard; one, Isle Brewers,
May 31st; two along Canal, Hambridge, May 13th; probably two in Fivehead Hill area in May; one, Ham,
Creech St Michael, April 19th-May 28th, at a new site, where probably bred; up to four, Thurlbear Quarrylands,
April 8th-May 11th; one at new site, Fresh Moor, May 6th; up to three, Hinkley Point, April 11th-June 17th; and
the last at Wick Park Wood, June 22nd.

BLACK REDSTART Phoenicurus ochruros
Uncommon passage-migrant and winter visitor. Has bred at least once.

First winter period

Total of nine or ten single birds, January 1st-February 17th: six or seven on coast from Brean Down to
Hinkley Point, and others at Westbury-sub-Mendip, Rooks Bridge and Chard. At Hinkley, a first-winter bird
spent two days on January 5th/6th inside a warm building, contentedly eating spiders (NEW).
Spring passage

Four single birds: at Combwich and Hinkley Point, March 18th; and Steart, on 30th and April 29th.
Autumn passage and second winter period
Coast from Brean Down to Hinkley Point and Stolford

Maximum of 19, October 16th-December 6th, mostly singly, but including three or four at Hinkley,
November 10th-16th.
East

One, Nettlebridge, November 21st.
Levels between Mendip and Poldens, and Bridgwater area

One on roof of Clark’s HQ, Street, November 5th-December 21st, and probably another there on first date;
single birds, Westbury-sub-Mendip, November 13th, and Bridgwater, December 5th; one temporarily trapped
inside engineering stores, Cannington, on 6th; and adult male, Glastonbury Abbey, on 23rd.
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South and South-west

Single birds: Creech St Michael, October 25th; Westlands, Yeovil, November 30th; and Chard, December
3rd-19th.
Brendons and Exmoor

One or two, Williton, October 29th-November 8th; one, Walland Farm, Wheddon Cross, November 2nd (as
in 2007); one, Dunster Beach, November 15th-December 19th; one at bird-bath, Higher Dumbledeer, November
20th; male, Porlock, on 24th; immature male, Williton, December 11th-21st; and one, Chapel Cleeve, December
19th-31st, which survived snow.

COMMON REDSTART Phoenicurus phoenicurus
Locally common migrant breeder; also passage-migrant.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Brean Down, April 5th. About 15 obvious migrants outside breeding areas, on coasts, Levels and
elsewhere, from 6th to 20th.

Breeding season

Most arrived on territories in third or fourth week of April.
Mendip

One singing, Velvet Bottom, April 18th, but not later; one, Cheddar Gorge, on 19th; female, Draycott
Sleight, on 20th; and male singing, Nether Wood, Charterhouse, June 2nd.

Blackdowns

One, Staple Hill, was only record from these under-watched hills.
Quantocks

About 22 singing males or pairs, of which ten were in wooded combes of north-east (Rams Combe, Bin
Combe, Holford Combe, Hodder’s Combe and their tributaries) and the rest along the south-west slopes, from
Cothelstone Hill and Bagborough Plantation to Crowcombe Park Gate, Thorncombe Hill and Weacombe.
Brendons

At least seven pairs around Wimbleball Lake (Haddon Hill, Haddon Wood, Upton Cleeve and Hurscombe);
bred in nest-box, Treborough Wood; three pairs, Rodhuish Common, six on Croydon Hill and one in Dunster
Deer Park.

Exmoor

About seven pairs in and around Selworthy Woods; four, Porlock Parks; two, Woodcock Gardens; at least
12 in Horner Woods and adjacent combes of Dunkery Hill; one in Chetsford Water; two in and above Shillett
Combe; one, Hookway; four in Lower Weir Water and adjacent woods, and two in Chalk Water; one in
Coscombe, but not found elsewhere in steep coastal woods; one, Orchard Bottom; two from Curr Cleeve to
Larcombe Foot; around Winsford Hill, one above Liscombe and a family at The Allotment.

On Barle, fewer records than last year, but coverage on lower reaches was thinner: one near Acklands; two
pairs breeding in walls, Driver Farm; seven from Cornham Brake and Bale Water to Simonsbath; one from
Pickedstones to Sherdon Hutch; two from Hayes Wood to Bradley Ford; seven from Tarr Steps Combe to Castle
Bridge; three in Burridge Wood (RSPBW); and one in Old Barrow Plantation.

Dispersal and autumn passage

Usual post-breeding dispersal from late June, when wandering juveniles appear in odd places. About 15 of
these up to August 9th, mainly on Quantocks and Exmoor, but also at Bradford-on-Tone, July 15th, and Chilton
Cantelo, on 16th. Thereafter, total of 17 migrants, August 29th-September 20th, of which eight were on Brean
Down, including four on September 19th, and others at Cheddar Head, Cheddar Reservoir and Stolford. One
much later record: female, South Crewkerne, October 18th.

WHINCHAT Saxicola rubetra

Locally fairly common migrant breeder; uncommon passage-migrant. Now almost entirely
confined to Exmoor.

Arrival and spring passage
First: Creech St Michael, April 24th, the latest date since 2004. Only seven on spring passage outside
Exmoor, from 26th to May 24th, including one at Nettlebridge, April 29th.
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Breeding season
Figures refer to pairs or families.
Quantocks

Only two sites: family, Lowsey Thorn, June 28th; and pair, Weacombe, May/June.
Exmoor

One on North Hill, June 16th, perhaps a migrant; Robin How, and four on north slope of Dunkery; five,
Chetsford Water/Ember Combe/Thurley Combe; seven in Lower Weir Water and five above the ford; about five,
Chalk Water/Inner Alscott Combe/Madacombe; in Badgworthy Headwaters, 11 in Long Combe/Pinfords, 13 in
Hoccombe Water and eight in Lanacombe; on Upper Exe, five from Exe Head Bridge to Warren Bridge and
seven from there to Orchard Bottom; and at least two on Winsford Hill.

On Barle: total of eight, Pinkery Pond to Cornham Brake; nine, Simonsbath to Pickedstones Bridge; three,
Sherdon Hutch to Landacre Bridge, and one at Kingsland Pits; two from Landacre to Hillway, on south bank;
and two, Knighton Combe.

Most records were from EMP, which had total of 115 males for Somerset, an increase of about 30% on
2006-2008. Although the population remains high for an area of southern England, and RSPB in 2008 found
about 290 territories on Somerset Exmoor, Whinchats have tended to withdraw from outlying and seaward
moorland, which is mostly heather, in favour of the grass moorland of Exmoor Forest and adjacent areas.

Autumn passage

Exmoor largely deserted by late July, after which only record was of three in Chetsford Water, September 9th.

Total of about 70 migrants elsewhere, July 24th-October 15th; about same numbers as in 2008, when it was
suggested that the large Salisbury Plain population might be involved. About 42 of these, and most of later ones,
were along coast, including an influx of 11 at Wall Common, September 20th; of the rest, 19 were on Levels
between Mendip and Poldens, and others at Torr Works Reservoir, Black Down, Brimble Pit Pool (Westbury-
sub-Mendip), near Wellington and at Wimbleball Lake.

Very late bird on Wall Common, November 10th.

Stonechat

STONECHAT Saxicola torquata

Locally common resident or migrant breeder; fairly common winter visitor and passage-migrant.
Recent increases apparently now halted.

First winter period and spring passage

Until late January, almost entirely restricted to Levels, where total of about 20, including seven on
Shapwick Heath and four on Kennard Moor, and to coasts of Bridgwater Bay or west of Watchet, where about
16. Highest counts in both habitats on same day, January 3rd; seven on Shapwick Heath and six on Minehead
Marshes. Two Exmoor records: three, Hawkcombe Head, also on 3rd; and two, Chetsford Water, on 26th. Only
11 February records, including six on Brean Down on 28th, which may have marked beginning of spring
passage; unusual inland record of three at Seavington St Michael on 26th.

March saw most lower ground abandoned, with only a few persisting on Tealham Moor and Bawdrip
Level, and from 11th a slow take-up of hill territories on Wavering Down, the Quantocks and Exmoor. Coastal
passage erratic, with influxes on the 5th of 19 at Sloway Bridge, Wall Common and Porlock Marsh, followed
by seven at Porlock on 21st and eight on Brean Down on 28th; smaller numbers continued around Bridgwater
Bay to April 13th.

Kennard Moor, where no breeding proved, but 11 of 13 on July 30th were juveniles; Bawdrip Level; North
Moor, Moorland (apparently only one bird, in May); two, Somerton Moor; and about six, West Moor,

At least 37, as against 54 in 2008, when coverage was thought to be only moderate. Of these, eight were
south of Crowcombe Park Gate, and 29 north, mainly in open heather and bracken along the ridge and in north-
western combes, but in rather low concentrations, the only sites having as many as three pairs being Wills Neck,
Hurley Beacon and Weacombe Hill; though 12 on Stowborrow Hill, August 7th, included eight juveniles.

Probably bred at Steart, and certainly between Lilstock and Kilve.
Brendons and Exmoor

Two, Haddon Hill; Black Hill; Hopcott Common and Wootton Common; at least three, North Hill; three,
Selworthy Beacon/Bossington Hill, and two, Hurlstone Point; six or more in partial coverage of northern combes
of Dunkery Hill; Crawter Hill; Stoke Ridge; Ember Combe; Whitstones and Hawkcombe Head; four each, Weir
Water and Chalk Water; 15 in Badgworthy Headwaters, including eight in Hoccombe Water and five in
Lanacombe; four, Upper Hoaroak Water; two, Prayway Meads down Exe to Orchard Bottom; three, Knighton
Combe to Tudball’s Splatts; and at least five, Winsford Hill.

On Barle: seven, Goat Hill Bridge to Cornham Brake, and four, Simonsbath to Hillway. Brady Moor East,
a good site, had been burnt and partly grubbed.

EMP found 57 males, including Devon, the lowest total in four years.

Autumn passage and second winter period

A few remained on Exmoor through September, but all had left the high plateau by mid November, though
one or two still on Alcombe Common, North Hill and Crawter in December. On coast, about 35, September 20th-
October 26th; on last date, four in gorse at West Myne after dawn were evidently new arrivals. Apart from
records mentioned above on Kennard Moor and Bawdrip Level, none on Levels till October 6th; widespread
from late in month, but no more than five at any one site. From late September, odd birds at Bayford, Torr Works
Reservoir, Coleford, Black Down, Pen Hill, Westbury-sub-Mendip and Haselbury Plucknett.

Variant plumage

Male at Greylake Reserve, January 3rd, had neat pale-greyish rump, white collar extending far back on nape
and widening, and a breast that was red at the top, lightening to light orange by the middle (R. Billington, who
was reminded of some Mediterranean individuals that he had seen).

\WHEATEAR Oenanthe oenanthe
Uncommon and local migrant breeder; common passage-migrant.

Arrival and spring passage

First: Dunster Beach, March 4th. Regular movements from 13th, mostly of ones and twos; a small peak
from March 14th to 20th, including seven at Porlock Marsh on last date. Steady trickle thereafter into early May,
but a sudden surge, April 16th-20th, including about 60 at Berrow on 17th. From May 6th to 20th, total of five
thought to be of Greenland race.

Breeding season
Mendip

No records.
Exmoor

Two pairs at Hurlstone Point, and one on Bossington Hill. Results from EMP were lowest in four years:
probably two pairs in Chalk Water; in Badgworthy Headwaters, three males in Long Combe/Pinfords and three
in Hoccombe Water; single males in Prayway Meads and Upper Hoaroak Water, and at the foot of Little
Vintcombe; also single females on Brady Moor and in Upper Farley Water.
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Autumn passage

Over 500, June 27th-November 8th: two in June, 15 in July, 109 in August, 273 in September, 116 in
October, and one in November. Mainly coastal, especially on later dates. Counts of ten or more: 11, Huntspill
Sea Wall, August 22nd; on September 4th, ten by Huntspill River, and 18, Wall Common to Hinkley Point; 12,
Brimble Pit Pool, Westbury-sub-Mendip, on 11th, and ten there on 20th; 11, King’s Sedge Moor, September
12th, and at Berrow on 14th; and remarkable late concentration on ridge road from Sandyway to Mole’s
Chamber, where 12 on October 13th and about 30 on 21st (ENHS). Last: one, Brean Down, November 8th.

A colour-ringed female at Steart, August 19th, had been ringed on Clee Hill, Shropshire, on July 2nd, 2006,
and had reared four young in 2009 (L.Roberts). For details of a study at this site, see: Fulton, D. 2010. The
breeding population of Northern Wheatears at Clee Hill, Shropshire, 1998-2009. Brit. Birds 103: 223-228. 2009
was the worst year so far at this area of dolerite quarries.

PIED FLYCATCHER Ficedula hypoleuca
Locally fairly common migrant breeder; uncommon passage-migrant.

Arrival and spring passage
First: five, Horner Wood, April 11th. Only one certain record of a migrant, at Blackbrook on 14th, but
another at Dunster Castle on that date was probably not a breeder.

Breeding season
Blackdowns

Pair bred in nest-box, Dommett Wood (DWH).
Quantocks

About 29 singing males, four more than last year: Cothelstone Hill; Govett’s Wood (Rams Combe); four in
Hodder’s Combe, two in Slaughterhouse Combe, four in Somerton Combe and one in Stert Combe; three in
Holford Combe, and one each in Frog Combe and Lady’s Combe; two each on Over Stowey Common and Robin
Upright’s Hill, and three on Dowsborough; and three or four in Bin Combe (BDG et al.). Nine families ringed
from nest-boxes, a total of 49 nestlings (DFM).
Brendons and Exmoor

Two below Wimbleball Dam; five families ringed in nest-boxes, Slowley Wood; one in Lynch Combe;
three, Porlock Parks East and West, and one in Porlockford Combe; at least 18 pairs in Horner Wood/East Water,
but impossible to be more precise because of vagueness by many observers in an area where map references are
essential; four, Woodcock Gardens; only one in Hawk Combe (below Homebush); one, Met Combe; and one on
Exe opposite West Nethercote.

On Barle: one, Bradley Ford; four, Westwater Bridge to Tarr Steps; four, Great Birchcleeve Wood to Castle
Bridge; and one, Burridge Wood (RSPBW).

No records for Selworthy Combe, Shillett Wood, Weir Wood, coastal woods from Porlock Weir to
Glenthorne, Barlynch Wood, Dane’s Brook or New Invention.

Departure
Last: male, Homebush Wood, June 14th. No autumn passage.

DUNNOCK Prunella modularis
Common resident breeder.
Only 121 records received compared to 193 and 380 in previous two years.

Counts of ten or more: ten at Holford, feeding in stubble with Yellowhammers, January 4th; maximum of
18, South Crewkerne, February/June; 11, Mells, June 14th; 11, Cheddar Reservoir, December 24th; 19, Westhay
Moor, December 25th; 10, Ham Wall, December 28th.

Of note, eight singing males at Coleford on January 24th.

A few breeding-season notes: around Bruton, population stable; estimated eight pairs, Westhay Moor; bred
in three tetrads around Crewkerne, but autumn numbers rather low.

HOUSE SPARROW Passer domesticus
Abundant resident breeder; occasional passage-migrant. Has decreased, especially in towns.

No comments received of any further decline, although only five counts of 60 or more: 60, Upper Axe Valley,
April 4th; 90, Bawdrip, January 3rd, and Bawdrip Level, September 20th; 50 to 70 in a Crewkerne garden,
summer/autumn.
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Breeding season

Very few reports received, and only 12 of confirmed breeding, including: good numbers of young at Bruton;
fairly good season at Crewkerne, where absence of House Martins allowed more pairs to use their nests; in 25
tetrads of ST52, centred on Podimore, recorded in 19 and breeding confirmed in 11; about 16 pairs at two
separate sites in Wellington.

TREE SPARROW Passer montanus
Uncommon and very local resident breeder and winter visitor; rare passage-migrant.
As in previous year, no records of breeding or of birds present in breeding season.

First winter period
Five feeding on winter forage crop, Cary Moor, January 5th; nine, Green Ore, January 5th, rising to at least
20 on 16th, but only one still present on February 2nd.

Second winter period

First birds in forage crop, Cary Moor, October 19th, numbers slowly increasing to peak of 20 in late
December; perhaps a slight recovery here, due to substantial increase in such crops (RCFH, BAT ef al.). Ten in
a mixed flock with House Sparrows, Chilcompton, November 24th (JHa).

YELLOW WAGTAIL Motacilla flava flavissima
Uncommon migrant breeder and passage-migrant. Now apparently increasing.

Arrivals and spring passage

One, Parrett Estuary, April 8th. From the 10th to the second week in May, gradual build-up on Levels of
breeding population, and about 40 on passage at various other sites, mainly on coast, with 15, Minehead Golf
Course, on 10th, but also at Torr Works Reservoir and Cheddar Reservoir.

Breeding season
Levels north of Poldens

At least two pairs, Pawlett Hams, where fledged young seen, July 9th, and a male carrying food, July 18th,
probably indicates a third pair; one pair, Tealham Moor.
Levels south of Poldens

Two pairs in breeding season, Greylake RSPB Reserve, a reduction from four pairs in 2008; single male,
Aller Moor; five pairs, Curry Moor, of which three on Lyng side of Tone and two on Hay Moor Rhyne side; 14
pairs, West Sedge Moor (29 in 2008); four pairs, West Moor (Hambridge), and three along Parrett at Midelney.

Autumn passage

From July 22nd (juvenile at Dunster Beach) to September 20th; total of about 97, mainly on coast from Axe
Estuary to Dunster Beach, or on Levels. These included 15 between Stolford and Hinkley Point, August 31st; 11
among cattle, Tealham Moor and 19 in Parrett Estuary, August 30th; and a late bird at Torr Works Reservoir on
October 8th.

Blue-headed Wagtail M. f. flava
Scarce summer visitor and passage-migrant. Has bred (last in 2002).

Two records, both single males: Greylake Reserve, April 11th; one, Tealham Moor, on 20th-26th, seen to
copulate with female Yellow on first date.

GREY WAGTAIL Motacilla cinerea
Fairly common resident or migrant breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.
First winter period
Recorded at about ten sites where not known to breed.
Spring passage
At Brean Down single birds (possible migrants) on March 9th and May 5th.

Breeding season
Mainly pairs or proved nesting.
East and Mendip
Two pairs, Bruton; Torr Works Reservoir; and Cheddar.

Bridgwater area

Bridgwater-Taunton Canal at King’s Lock and Standards Lock.
Central and South Somerset

In ST52, around Podimore, recorded in four tetrads, with confirmed breeding in two, at Ilchester and
Urgashay; Nine Springs and Mudford; Long Load; used old nest at Millwater, but deserted; Chard Reservoir and
Nimmer.
South-west and Quantocks

Mount Fancy; Wellington and Tonedale; Enmore Castle Lake and Rams Combe.
Brendons and Exmoor

Widespread along streams, with asterisk for proved breeding, though relatively few records of this. Present
in summer: Watchet; Steart (Timberscombe); Horner Water*, East Water* and Bossington*; Hawk Combe*;
Weir Water and Chalk Water; Exe Head Bridge and Orchard Bottom; Hoccombe Water and Lanacombe; Upper
Hoaroak Water; about 12 pairs along Barle and some of its tributaries, at Driver Farm*, Squallacombe,
Simonsbath* (about three), Pickedstones to Hillway, and Withypool* to Marsh Bridge.

Autumn passage
From September 5th to October 25th, about 61 migrants along coast, including total of eight coasting east
and west at West Myne, and six at Brean Down, September 20th, and 12 at reservoirs and on Levels.

Second winter period
From November to the end of the year, a total of about 38 at various inland sites, all on lower ground except
for a single record, Hawk Combe, December 28th.

Pied Wagtail

PIED WAGTAIL Motacilla alba yarrellii
Common resident or migrant breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period and early spring

At least 200 at a pre-roost gathering, Meare Heath, January 16th; about 60 flying around Tesco’s Pit at
Minehead before roosting in the reeds on 24th; 300 at dusk, Nettlebridge, March 2nd. Other flocks during this
period; 160, Crewkerne Sewage Treatment Works; 120, Ham Sewage Treatment Works; 100, Glastonbury, at
B&Q store, all late January; at least 100, Chard Sewage Treatment Works, February 7th; 30, Torr Works
Reservoir, April 2nd, and 31, Cheddar Reservoir, on 10th.

Breeding season

A slight increase in breeding-season records. Single pairs or immatures unless otherwise stated.
East and Mendip

Bodden, Bruton, Torr Works Reservoir and Coleford; Cheddar and Cheddar Reservoir.
South

At Crewkerne, five territories found during breeding season but only one pair known to have bred.
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South-west and Quantock Farmlands
West Buckland, Tonedale, Ashford Reservoir and Enmore.
Brendons and Exmoor
Wimbleball Reservoir; Higher Combe, Exford, Porlock Weir and Bossington.

Autumn passage and second winter period

Fifteen, Dunster Beach, August 27th, and 30 present, September 4th; 22, Brean Down, August 26th; 40,
Lower Severalls Farm, Merriott, October 1st; 45, Torr Works Reservoir, on 4th; 28, Bawdrip Level, on 5th and 20,
Tonedale, on 9th; 11, Axe Estuary, on 19th and 25, feeding in ploughed field, Over Stratton, on 21st. In November,
40 at Doulting on the 22nd, and in December, 32, Shapwick Heath, on 21st and 30, Ham Wall, on 28th.

White Wagtail M. a. alba

Fairly common passage-migrant. May have bred.

Arrivals and spring passage
First: one, Steart, March 18th. About 124 others, from 21st to May 6th. Largest parties: ten, Cheddar
Reservoir, April 10th; 12, Minehead Golf Course, on 11th, and 13 nearby at Dunster Beach on 13th.

Autumn passage
Only six identified, July 22nd-August 25th, all along coast from Huntspill River to Watchet.

RICHARD'S PIPIT Anthus richardi
Rare passage-migrant, chiefly in autumn; very rare winter visitor.

One record: one, Berrow, October 21st (BES).
The County total now stands at about 51.

TREE PIPIT Anthus trivialis
Uncommon migrant breeder; also passage-migrant. Has decreased.

Arrivals and spring passage
One, Brean Down, April 5th, and another 20 there from 6th to 26th. Seven others elsewhere in April, of
which five in west, including two singing briefly at Rodden NR on 18th.

Breeding season

Number of singing males given where more than one.
East and Mendip

Alfred’s Tower; two, Witham Park; Priddy Mineries; and three each, Black Down and Rowberrow Warren.
Blackdowns

Staple Hill and Sampford Point.
Quantocks

Four, Broomfield; three, Cothelstone Hill; Lydeard Hill and Bagborough Plantation; Wills Neck and Fire
Beacon; four, Aisholt Common; two, Cockercombe; Over Stowey Common and Knacker’s Hole; and two each,
Frog Hill, Hare Knap, Black Ball Hill and Holford Combe.
Brendons and Exmoor

Three, Haddon Hill; four on Rodhuish Common, three on Black Hill, and two on Croydon Hill; Aller
Combe; Met Combe; six, Warren area to Orchard Bottom; Room Hill; seven, Winsford Hill; five, Squallacombe
to Cornham Brake, and one in Dry Bridge Combe; and four, Pickedstones Bridge to Landacre Bridge, including
Brady Moor.

Autumn passage
About 29, August 29th-October 5th, mostly along coast, but also single birds inland at Coleford, Westbury-
sub-Mendip and Little Silver (Wellington).

MEADOVW PIPIT Anthus pratensis
Locally common resident or migrant breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period and early spring
From January to mid April, 25 flocks of 20 or more, including spring migrants, the largest being: 70,
Dunster Hawn, January 3rd; 50, Kennard Moor, on 9th; 60, Butt Moor, on 24th; 81, Porlock Marsh, February
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16th; 100, Brean Down, March 18th, and 200 on April 2nd. Many smaller flocks along the coast, but also at
several inland sites.

Breeding season
Mendip
Twenty pairs bred on Black Down, many having two broods.
Coast of Bridgwater Bay and Levels south of Poldens
Three pairs thought to have bred along Huntspill River; about ten present, Steart, June 4th; up to seven
pairs, Greylake Reserve; and 73, West Sedge Moor, a drop from 110 in 2008.
Quantocks
About 75 pairs/singing males, including 12 in Lowsey Thorn area.
Exmoor
Widespread records, with counts of 40 on Lucott Moor and Brady Moor, July 20th.

Autumn passage

Many records, mainly coastal, September 1st-early November. For West Myne, see separate paper. At Brean
Down, 300, September 18th/19th, 600 on 20th, and 150 on 27th; in October, 100 on 10th and 12th, and 150 on
15th. A movement of 210 along the Parrett, September 6th. Inland: 70, Black Down, on 12th, 230 at Torr Works
Reservoir on 27th, and 75, Cheddar Reservoir, during October.

Second winter period
Highest counts: 286, Shepton Mallet, November 13th; 66, West Sedge Moor, on 24th; 300, Doulting, and
80 at Stolford on 28th; in December, only one count of above 35, of 120 in spartina, Stockland Reach, on 20th.

ROCK PIPIT Anthus petrosus

Uncommon resident breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period
Ten, Hinkley Point, January 1st; five, Brue Estuary, on 2nd, but scarce along Huntspill River, where never
more than two; and ten, Brean Down Cove, February 28th.

Breeding season

Very few breeding-season comments; one pair bred, Hinkley Point, but at least four different birds carrying
crustaceans into the gabion baskets at three different locations in the sea wall, June 2nd; at Hurlstone Point, two
singing and displaying males in mid-February; one pair, Glenthorne. Present in breeding season at Dunster
Beach and Kilve Beach.

Autumn and second winter period
Ten, Stolford, August 31st; 11, Hinkley Point, October 9th, and four other single-figure counts at coastal
sites, three in late October and one in November. No records for December.

\X’ATER PIPIT Anthus spinoletta
Uncommon winter visitor and passage-migrant .

First winter period

Brue Estuary along Sea Wall to Huntspill Sluice: four, January 1st/2nd, and birds present till March 29th,
with maximum of six on February 13th; by last date, two were in partial summer plumage (DLB, BJH, JLT, AW).
Elsewhere: one, Bossington Beach, January 10th (BDG); four, Ham Wall, on 28th (JAH); one, Stolford,
February 2nd (JJP); and six, West Sedge Moor, March 31st.

Autumn and second winter period

Two, Huntspill Sea Wall, October 23rd, and four there from 28th to end of year (JRB); one, Catcott Lows,
November 13th and December 27th (DLB, JAH); one, Parrett Estuary, December 21st (JRB); and two, Greylake
Reserve, on 28th (NAS).

CHAFFINCH Fringilla coelebs
Abundant resident breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period
Widespread across County, but in exceptionally small numbers. Largest flocks: 60, Langham Hill, January
9th; 150, Alfred’s Tower, on 13th, and at Hawkwell Cross on February 4th; 60, Bratton, on 6th.

The Systematic List

Breeding season

Rather more records than usual, because of Atlas work, but only some larger-scale surveys and general
comments are appropriate for SB: in Avalon Marshes, surveys found 48 pairs on Westhay Moor, ten on Street
Heath and 26 on Shapwick Heath NNR (MG); recorded in 21 tetrads of ST52, around Podimore, with confirmed
breeding in three (JLT); territories in four Crewkerne tetrads, but few juveniles fledged, and noticeably low
numbers in late summer and autumn (AJP).

Passage

Little evidence of spring movements, but strong autumn passage along coast, especially in latter half of
October and in early November. For movements at West Myne, see separate paper.

October counts from Axe Estuary to Berrow included: 80 on 14th; 229 on 19th; 400 on 21st; 482 on 23rd;
1,227 on 27th, and 5,750 over Berrow on 29th. November counts did not exceed 150 on any day, but weather
was exceptionally unfavourable.

Second winter period
Only seven counts of 40 or more, the largest flock being 200 in forage crop at Cary Moor, November 28th.

BRAMBLING Fringilla montifringilla
Uncommon and erratic winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period

Widely reported in small numbers across the County, with several records of birds visiting garden feeders.
Double-figure flocks mainly in the east, with at least 20, Alfred’s Tower, January 13th; at Coleford, where
present from 4th to early April, peaked during March, with maximum of 40 on 15th. In the west, 20, Ashbeer,
January 3rd, and up to 14 during February, Hawkwell Cross.

Spring and autumn passage

A single spring migrant was at Brean Down, April 6th. In autumn, main coastal passage October 14th-29th
from the Axe Estuary to West Myne, with a total of 43, mainly in single figures, but 13 at Brean Down on 17th.
A notable count during this period was 73 at Chetsford Water on October 26th.

Second winter period
Only nine records, totalling 21 birds.

GREENFINCH Carduelis chloris
Common, but recently decreased, resident breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant.

The population is showing no sign of recovery. Numbers at Bruton, Berrow and Butleigh remain low compared
with a few years ago.

First winter period
Highest counts, January/February: 20, Coleford; 18, Yeovil; and 25, North Hill.

Breeding season
East

Widely reported in small numbers: juveniles at Pilton and Doulting, and four displaying males at Coleford.
Avalon Marshes

Surveys found six pairs on Westhay Moor and one on Shapwick Heath NNR.
Central, South and South-west Somerset

In ST52, centred on Podimore, found in 18 tetrads, but breeding confirmed in only one; 11 territories in and
around Crewkerne; family at Little Silver, Wellington; and two pairs, Kingston St Mary.
Exmoor

Thinly distributed, almost entirely in villages, but several pairs evidently breeding in gorse with rowans,
Room Hill.

Autumn passage

Passage on coast from mid September to late October included: total of 53, West Myne, September 13th-
October 26th; 25, Porlock Weir, September 20th; 20, Hurlstone Point, October 8th; 35, Axe Estuary/Brean
Down, on 17th, and 24 on 19th.

Second winter period
Largest flock: 25, North Hill, December 19th. Smaller numbers at six other sites.
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GOLDFINCH Carduelis carduelis

Common resident and migrant breeder, and passage migrant; probably winter visitor. Has
probably increased.

First winter period

Highest counts: 100, Kennard Moor, January 9th, and Coleford, on 10th; 200, Westonzoyland, on 31st.
Spring passage

Mainly observed at Brean Down in April: total of 385 from 2nd to 19th.
Breeding season

As with other relatively common birds, it is hard to detect any pattern in the scattered records submitted by
observers. With all the Atlas work in hand, one might have expected more information, and in the end one will
doubtless receive it.

A few counts and observations: six pairs, Westhay Moor; five territories in Crewkerne area; on Exmoor,
common in beech-hedged farmland of the plateau, to which it is a summer visitor, arriving rather suddenly in
mid April, already paired.

Late summer, and autumn passage
Largest post-breeding flocks: 100, Kennard Moor, August 2nd; 90, Pawlett Hams, on 13th; 70, Dunster
Beach, on 19th; and 50, North Hill, on 22nd. On October 3rd, 185 at Butleigh; 110, Pawlett Hams, on 23rd.
Passage along coast throughout October, with highest day-count of 235 at Brean Down on 16th. Inland,
movements noted at Butleigh, where 61 on 24th, and at Coleford, where 90 on 27th.

Second winter period
Low numbers, the largest flocks being: 200, Coleford, November 15th, of which 185 still there on
December 12th; 89, Westhay Moor, December 25th; and 92, Catcott Lows/Heath, on 27th.

SISKIN Carduelis spinus

Uncommon, but increasing, resident or migrant breeder; locally common winter visitor and
passage-migrant.

First winter period

Flocks of 25 or more: 50, Shapwick Heath (East), January 1st; 27, Canada Farm, on 4th; 100, Doniford,
February 2nd; 64, Bratton, on 6th; 25, Ham Wall, on 13th; 75, Coleford, March 1st; and 30, Westhay Moor, on
11th.
Spring passage

Total of 34 along coasts, March 5th to May 31st.
Breeding season
Mendip

Recently fledged juveniles: Shipham, June 14th; and Rowberrow Warren, July 23rd.
South and South-west, and Quantocks

Singing males: Millwater, March 3rd; Otterhead Lakes, May 6th, Britty Common on 8th, and Sampford
Point on 10th. Flock of 16, including juveniles, feeding on niger seed, Sampford Moor, May 3rd, and family
party with four fledged young, Mount Fancy, on 28th. Pair with young, Kingston St Mary, May l1st, and singing
male, Holford Combe, on 23rd.
Brendons and Exmoor

Female gathering nesting material, Haddon Hill, May l1st; 16, including singing males, Croydon Hill, on
3rd; juvenile, Bratton, April 9th, and one ringed there on 11th; a further 323 ringed at this feeding station to July
3rd (DW).
Autumn passage

One, Brean Down, September 18th; 54 west at West Myne, from 24th to 26th, and a further 92, Axe Estuary
to West Myne, from 27th to October 26th.

Inland records in October: 20, Ashcott Corner, on 5th; 25, Coleford, on 15th, and 30, Nettlebridge, on 18th;
and 70, Gare Hill, on 27th.

Second winter period
Scarce, with only five flocks of ten or more: 20, Shepton Mallet, November 13th; 15, Nettlebridge, on 23rd,
and 20, Orchardleigh Lake, on 28th; 20, Quarts Moor, December 12th, and at Ham Wall on 28th.
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LINNET Carduelis cannabina

Fairly common resident and migrant breeder, winter visitor and passage-migrant. Has decreased.

First winter and spring

Highest counts: 100, Porlock Marsh, January 1st; 130, Dunster Beach, on 3rd; 160, Bossington, on 6th; 70,
Kennard Moor, on 9th; 70, Hinkley Point, on 10th; 100, Middlezoy, on 27th; 80, Steart, February 6th; 60,
Crewkerne, on 11th; 50, Brean Down, and 45, Over Stratton, March 18th.

Breeding season

Recorded all across County, but with usual bias to west.
East and Mendip

Three pairs each, Cranmore Tower and Doulting; single pairs, Faulkland and Laverton; 17 pairs in gorsey
habitat, Black Down, April 21st; bred at Velvet Bottom.
Levels north and south of Poldens

Surveys at Westhay Moor and Shapwick Heath gave only single pairs; bred on Bawdrip Level, and single
pairs on King’s Sedge Moor, Somerton Moor and West Sedge Moor.
Central Somerset

Single pairs at Butleigh, Babcary and Ilchester.
Quantocks and Exmoor

Confirmed breeding on Quantocks at four sites and on Exmoor at seven, but widely reported from many
other suitable areas.

Autumn passage

Heavy passage along coast from mid September to early November, the highest counts including: 200,
Parrett Estuary, September 11th; 120, Brean Down, on 20th; 250, Knighton, October 10th; 600, Wall Common,
on 20th; and 250, Minehead, on 24th.

Second winter period

Highest counts: 100, Lower Severalls Farm, Merriott, October 30th, and also at Wall Common, November
3rd, and Norton Sub Hamdon, on 21st; 85, Corton Denham, on 28th; 140, Wincanton Race Course, December
14th, increasing to 200 on 28th.

LESSER REDPOLL Carduelis cabaret
Uncommon resident breeder and passage-migrant; fairly common winter visitor.

First winter period and spring

Highest concentrations in Avalon Marshes, where 100, Canada Farm, January 18th; 30, Ashcott Heath on
19th; 25, Shapwick Heath, March 28th; 80, Ham Wall, April Ist; and 50, Shapwick Heath (East) on 9th.
Spring passage

Mainly reported from Brean Down, where 40 between April 5th and May 14th, of which 15 on the latter date.
Breeding season

No confirmed breeding. The few records came from the Quantocks and Exmoor, except for single males in
display flight/singing, Nettlebridge, March 7th, and Great Breach Wood, April 11th. Single singing males were
at Robin Upright’s Hill, May 23rd, and at Haddon Hill on 30th, but males or possible pairs were reported at 13
other sites on Exmoor, though from only one other site on the Quantocks. Late summer count of 30, Haddon
Hill, August 22nd.

Autumn migration
Along coast between Parrett Estuary and Brean Down from September 30th to November 10th, with a total
of 54 birds. Highest day count: 20, Brean Down, October 18th.

Second winter period
Very few records, and only one large flock: 40, Dommett Wood, December 16th.

CROSSBILL Loxia curvirostra

Locally common visitor following irruptions; intermittent breeder.

January to May
Recorded in all months except April. No reports of breeding, but following recorded during breeding
season:

Three, Gare Hill, February 10th.
Levels
Eleven, King’s Sedge Moor, January 11th, and two feeding in Scots pines, Westhay Moor, May 14th.
Brendons
Twenty-two, Withycombe Common, January 10th, and three, Croydon Hill, on 28th and May 3rd.
Also a probable migrant: one, Brean Down, March 18th.

Midsummer to autumn

Numbers increased from late June, the usual time for the start of influxes: ten, Kingston St Mary, on 24th;
50 or more, Stock Hill, July 20th; 46, Rowberrow Warren, and three at Triscombe Stone, on 23rd; 20, Newpark
Wood, on 25th; 14, Hur Wood, Dunster, on 26th; 20, Cockercombe, August 1st; six, Berrow, on 14th; 20 to 31,
Rowberrow Warren, September 28th-October 31st; two north, Brean Down, October 16th, and five there on
25th; 16, Hopcott Common, October 22nd; and ten, Croydon Hill, on 31st.

Second winter period
Six, Alfred’s Tower, November 1st-4th; 11 south over Bruton on 4th; two, Berrow, on 10th; 30, North Down
Plantation, on 17th; 12, Hopcott Common, on 30th; and 26, Rowberrow Warren, December 28th.

BULLFINCH Pyrrhula pyrrhula

Fairly common resident breeder and occasional passage-migrant.

First winter period

Many records of single birds or parties, the largest being: six, Canada Farm, January 4th, at Blackford on
7th, and at Hawkswell Farm, February 9th; eight, Leigh upon Mendip, on 22nd; and seven visiting feeders,
Tonedale, March 1st.

Breeding season
East and Mendip

Confirmed breeding: Witham Park; Harridge Wood, Coleford, Kilmersdon Common and Laverton; Velvet
Bottom and Shipham.
Central and South Somerset

Bred at Butleigh, and possibly up to three pairs at Crewkerne, where generally scarce.
Brendons and Exmoor

Bred at Kennisham Hill, and at Blackford, Webber’s Post and Sandyway. Pairs or suspected breeding at 15
further sites.

Autumn passage
Total of 17 along coast, Brean Down to Hurlstone Point, September 26th-November 10th. Also seven at
Chetsford Water, October 22nd.

Second winter period
Two males and four females feeding on maple seeds, Bruton, mid November-December; eight, West Sedge
Moor, December 23rd; and six males, Bayford, on 26th. Several other reports of groups up to six.

HAWFINCH Coccothraustes coccothraustes
Rare winter visitor and passage-migrant. Has bred.

First winter period and spring

Main concentration centred on Bruton: two on January 1st, and up to five late in month; one, February 5Sth,
and four on 11th; by 12th, dramatic increase to nine, including six in same tree on 14th; these slowly declined,
the last bird being seen on April 11th (RCFH, BAT ef al.). Also one at Pitcombe, March 31st (A. Norris).

Records elsewhere, singly unless stated; West Monkton, January 1st (BJH); Norton Sub Hamdon, on 2nd
(J. Fisher); Butleigh on 20th (C&JN); Priddy on 29th (D. Stoddard); two, Aisholt, February 21st/22nd (BHo);
Langford Heathfield, March 17th (P Jennings); two, Sutton Bingham Reservoir, on 23rd (NAS); and lastly at
Lower Rodhuish, April 26th (NEW).
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SNOW BUNTING Plectrophenax nivalis

Scarce winter visitor and passage-migrant.

Second winter period

Two or three single birds on Exmoor: Hawkcombe Head, November 10th; and Dunkery Beacon on 12th,
and, perhaps same bird, on 25th.

All other records were from coast: two, Stolford, December 4th-9th, and single birds on 10th/11th; nearby,
on Catsford Common, six (possibly up to eight), December 5th, and three on 7th, possibly including the Stolford
birds.

LAPLAND BUNTING Calcarius lapponicus
Rare winter visitor and passage-migrant .

Four records of single birds: Brue Estuary, October 1st (BES); Porlock Weir, November 3rd (RLM); Stolford,
on 11th (BJH) and Catsford Common, December 5th (NEW).

YELLO\YWHAMMER Emberiza citrinella

Locally common resident breeder; perhaps also passage-migrant. Decreasing in some areas.

First winter period

Forty in stubble, Holford, January 1st, and 50 nearby at Dyche on 10th; 20 around Pheasant feeders, Green
Ore, on 17th; and 43, Cary Fitzpaine, February 1st.
Spring passage

One, Hinkley Point, April 6th, and three, Wall Common, on 9th were unusual records,
Breeding season

Singing males, with numbers if more than one, and asterisk for confirmed breeding.
East and Mendip

Three, Shepton Montague; Doulting and Dean; two, Holcombe; Ammerdown*, Faulkland* and Laverton*.
Avalon Marshes and Levels south of Poldens

Shapwick; Bawdrip; Somerton Moor.
Central and South Somerset

Six, Butleigh; near Cary Fitzpaine* and Lydford-on-Fosse; Draycott (Limington)*; Wigborough; Fivehead;
and four, Snowdon Hill.
Blackdowns

Gortnell Common, and three at Sampford Point.
Quantocks

Total of 70, including: eight, Broomfield Hill; five, Halsway Combe; four, Weacombe Combe to Vinny
Combe; and 15, Smith’s Combe to Somerton Combe.
Brendons and Exmoor

Only two records from arable of East Brendons, where slow decline continues. One record from Perley
Combe side of Croydon Hill and one from Black Hill. Very few on Exmoor: two, Ley Hill/Halse Combe;
Brockwell; and gorse along north foot of Withypool Hill.

Autumn passage
Two records from Brean Down: one, August 15th; and two, October 26th.

Second winter period

Peak count of 80 feeding on forage crop containing triticale, Cary Moor, November 28th; at Bruton, 116 on
stubble, December 1st, rising to 152 on 24th; 40, Corton Denham, December 13th; 20, Foddington, and 60,
Green Parlour, on 27th.

REED BUNTING Emberiza schoeniclus
Locally common resident breeder and vertical migrant; also winter visitor and passage-migrant.

First winter period
Largest flocks: 60, Cary Moor, January 1st; 20, Greylake Reserve, on 31st; and 26, East Waste, March 3rd.

Total of 332 between Axe Estuary and Berrow, on 17 dates, September 18th-November 10th, an exceptional
total; highest day-count of 99 moving south, October 19th.

Second winter period
On Cary Moor, 120, November 1st; 100 still present on 28th, dropping to 40 by December 5th; 29, Westhay
Moor, on 25th.

CORN BUNTING Emberiza calandra
Apparently extinct as resident. Formerly bred.

One record: one feeding with a large number of Yellowhammers on forage crop containing triticale, Cary Moor,
November 28th (BAT). First since 2006, which was at same place.

COASTING OR CROSSING: MIGRATION AT WEST
MYNE, SEPTEMBER-NOVEMBER 2009

SITE AND GENERAL
OBSERVATIONS

Between Minehead and Hurlstone Point, there rises a
high sandstone whale-back. From a ship coming up-
Channel it resembles an island, a giant precursor of
Brean Down and Worlebury (which are similarly
deceptive) and of the Holms, but it is joined on the
south side by the Headon Col to the somewhat lower
parallel ridge from Dunster to Tivington. The east end
is called North Hill, but the highest point, towards the
west end, is Selworthy Beacon, beyond which the
ridge sharpens and narrows, ending in a steep aréte
that falls to the old coastguard station. Almost all the
highest parts are heather moorland, but much
overgrown with high gorse in the central sections.
During the Second World War most of the ridge
became a training area, with a camp at the east end and
a tank firing range at the west. There were also
observer posts on the seaward side. The old spine track
was tarmacked, and after 1945 it was left open to
public traffic and a car park was made at the west end.
Half a mile short of this, a tarmacked but unsigned
branch goes off northwards. This leads to a locked
gate, with a small car space (at SS925483); the Coast
Path here crosses it at right angles. Beyond the gate is
private farmland, but the track once led straight
forward to a small lookout, now a ruin. This is West
Myne, below which steep slopes fall to the cliffs above
the beach; the alternative “Rugged” Coast Path
crosses the top of these and then rounds Minehead
Bluff, at which point one is nearest to Wales. To the
right a track descends to the former farm of East
Myne, where there are still barns and old beeches.
The car space by the locked gate is the scene of
these observations. I have watched autumn passage
here for many years, but in 2009 I visited it almost
daily for two and a half months, in order to investigate
the routes and strategies of migrants. It was important
to find a site that could be reached by car from my
Woodcombe home in no more than twenty minutes,
and one that offered the best view along the coast. On
fine days, of which there were many in this
September, the northern prospect extends from the far
side of Carmarthen Bay, dimly visible beyond Worms
Head in Gower, eastward past Swansea, Nash Point
Lighthouse, the huge bulk of Aberthaw Power Station,
Cardiff Airport and Barry to Lavernock Point, and
then across Cardiff Bay to the Gwent lowlands. The
backdrop to these, far back from the coast, are the

mountains of Mynydd Du (once the only Kite
Country!), and the Brecon Beacons. Imagination,
working hard on a blank morning for migrants, can
conjure up the rarities on the Kenfig Reserve beyond
Porthcawl, the Choughs of the limestone Glamorgan
cliffs and the Avocets on the Newport Wetlands
Reserve. To the north-east, the Holms float in the
Channel and the Severn Bridges are beyond them. To
the right appear the Mendips, with the Pen Hill Mast
and Cranmore Tower, then Glastonbury Tor, and far
away against the sunrise I twice saw the tiny pencil of
Alfred’s Tower on the Wiltshire border. All views to
the south and due west are blocked by the ridge.

Readers who have viewed our coast from the
Welsh side are surprised, as southbound migrants must
be, by the apparent height of the Somerset and Devon
coast west from Minehead to Combe Martin. The
flight between Nash Point and Minehead Bluff is
about thirteen miles, the shortest crossing west of the
Holms, but the coast that confronts a bird rises to 308
metres on Selworthy Beacon. Further west, the cliffs
beyond Heddon’s Mouth are the highest in England,
and Holdstone Down, behind them, falls almost
straight into the sea from 349 metres. Some species,
such as waders and Skylark, evidently cross the
Channel at a greater height than this and then pass
directly inland, but others, unwilling or unable to
expend energy in an initial climb, must seek some way
to cross or evade the barrier. They must either turn
coastwise or use the re-entrant combes to gain the
necessary height for crossing the ridge. These are the
considerations that make the West Myne viewpoint of
particular interest. The car space by the gate stands on
a low col between two combes, each forming first a
high gash in the face of the hill, inviting entry to
southbound migrants, and then a choice of upward
exits to pass the ridge or to turn coastwise.

To the east is Grexy Combe. Here the seaward
entry is fairly broad, but then the main combe turns
sharply west, with a tempting rest area among the trees
of East Myne. Migrants often take advantage of this
before continuing westward past the viewpoint or over
the ridge. There is also the steep southward branch,
which leads birds directly over the ridge, where they
can turn west over the woods or continue inland
towards Exmoor. To the west is Henner’s Combe. This
also has a wide entry followed by two possible exits,
one south-east up to the viewpoint, the other directly
south over the ridge. The rest area is not as good as
that in Grexy, but there is much gorse, which comes
right up to the viewpoint, and some ashes and other
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small trees. From the viewpoint one can watch birds
approaching up these combes, but the view of
Henner’s Combe is much better than that of Grexy, so
one can pick up silhouettes against the sea and follow
them up the combe, especially if one walks about 200
yards west from the gate. Birds entering Grexy are
much further away, and difficult to identify unless they
turn up the western arm, when they may cross low
over the grass in front of the gate. Similar movements
have been found to take place up the west-facing
combes above Bossington, especially the westernmost
one, Hurlstone Combe (B.D. Gibbs pers. comm.).

Some birds have clearly followed the coast,
usually in a westerly direction. From the gate they can
usually be identified as to species, but some disappear
behind the hill to the north, or are never seen, because
they are pursuing a coastal route at a lower level.
Carduelis finches (Siskin, Linnet and Goldfinch) are
often difficult to separate at a distance. The most
persistent coasting birds are Starlings, which I seldom
saw approach from the sea; they usually appear in
small, tight parties flying powerfully and undeviatingly
west. Observations further inland indicate that most
westbound birds follow routes somewhat south of the
coast but parallel to it; there are often strong
movements along the Bratton Stream or the A39,
which can be picked up on the Headon Col or over
Hindon Farm. Further east, they are observed behind
Watchet, along the valley past Five Bells or over Old
Cleeve. Some of these birds will wheel left to pass up
the Avill Valley and over the Wheddon Cross Col.

Attempts were made to observe movement
further west, at Countisbury Foreland. The results
were disappointing, but this may have been partly
because of unsuitable weather conditions.

DATES AND TIMINGS

Observations were maintained from September 1st to
November 21st. There were no visits on the following
dates: September 3rd and 23rd; October 4th, 8th, 24th
and 25th; and November 1st, 5th, 16th, 18th and 19th.
These gaps were largely caused by wind in excess of
force 5 or by heavy fog. J. Rivoire kindly replaced me
wholly or partly on September 4th and 27th, October
9th and 16th, and November 6th.

I visited Countisbury Foreland on September
23rd and 27th, and on October 16th.

For comparisons with other sites, I visited
Headon Cross on October 24th and November 10th,
11th and 22nd, and Old Cleeve on October 27th. [ am
also grateful for contributions by the following:
J.D.Holmes at Williton/Watchet on October 23rd, 25th
and 29th and November 4th; J.R.Best at Steart,
September 30th and October 12th, 17th and 26th; and
T.Davis on Lundy, October 2nd.

From September 1st to October 5th, observation
generally began at 07.00 hrs BST and continued for at
least 90 minutes and sometimes for up to three hours.
From October 7th to 24th it began at 07.30 and usually
ended at about 10.00, though sometimes not till 11.00.
Following the time change on October 25th, the start
briefly changed to 06.30 hrs GMT up to the 28th, but
then reverted to 07.00; from November 14th it moved
to 07.30. In general on this coast there is little
movement in the hour after dawn, partly because of
the need of day-migrants to reach us across the
Channel, but there was often evidence of overnight or
dawn arrivals during the drive from North Hill to West
Myne, especially of Blackbirds and other thrushes.
My car was invariably the first vehicle in the day, so
any birds that like to recuperate on a hard surface
would be seen, including several Woodcock and
Common Snipe.

PATTERNS OF WEATHER AND
MOVEMENTS

September was unusually calm. There were no
equinoctial gales, and the dawn wind exceeded force 3
on only seven days and was never more than 5 even by
mid morning; from the 18th to the 30th it only
occasionally reached 3. The morning of the 30th was
so still that the tall chimneys of the Aberthaw Power
Station were reflected in the water. Most September
passage is always of hirundines, of which there was a
striking peak on the misty, windless morning of the
19th. The majority of Meadow Pipits passed in this
month, from the 5th to the 20th.

The first 11 days of October brought fresher
winds, generally up to force 4, but rising to 6 on the
3rd. The 12th ushered in a period of higher pressure,
with very light winds until the 20th. Many mornings
were misty. Redwings first appeared on the 13th; the
hazy dawn of the next day, when Brent Knoll was
visible but not Wales, was marked by a surge of them,
amounting to at least 5,500, mostly coming in
uncertainly off the sea from the north-west and then
turning eastwards; there were also the first Fieldfares
and a variety of other species. For the rest of the month
the weather was erratic, some rain or drizzle
alternating with haze. This period saw the peak of
Starling movements, which are usually larger along
the parallel routes south of the actual coast, and an
increase in Chaffinches. The use of such routes was
well illustrated on the 23rd; with a southerly wind of
force 4, there were only 80 birds of ten species at West
Myne, mostly westbound, in two hours; but from
08.00 to 10.00 there was a very large movement
westward along the valley behind Watchet, amounting
to nearly 7,000 birds, mainly Starlings and
Chaffinches (JDH).
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Coasting or Crossing: Migration at West Myne, September-November 2009

November was disappointing. In some years
strong passage has been observed up to at least the
15th, but in 2009 there was a good deal of rain in the
first week, followed by a quieter period from the 9th
to the 13th. Among the showers and rainbows on the
4th, more than 2,000 Woodpigeons passed west over
Williton (JDH). From the 14th to the end of the watch
on the 21st the wind seldom dropped below force 4,
and there was some heavy rain, driving me to find
what birds I could in the relative shelter of Headon
Cross, a noisy place where westbound birds hugging
the north side of Wootton Common met the reality of
the wind on the col, and often dropped promptly into
a convenient maize field. The best day at West Myne
was the 9th: this began with hill fog; then birds
emerged out of it from the north-west, re-orienting
themselves on an easterly course when they reached
land. It was the peak day of the autumn for Fieldfares,
which totalled 476.

PRINCIPAL SPECIES AND OTHERS
OF SPECIAL INTEREST

\X¥oodpigeon Columba palumbus

Small movements, some perhaps local, September
19th to October 19th; 46 in all. Main passage,
October 29th to November 20th: total of 1,836, with
peak of 888 on October 31st, when mainly south off
Channel.

Great Spotted Woodpecker Dendrocopos
major

An unlikely species to appear in such a list, but total of
18, all but two from October 18th, when there were
four, to the 28th. They might be written off as local
(and one indeed was attracted by a burnt gorse bush)
but almost all occurred on days of peak migration.
There have been 15 records from Lundy, including five
since 1997, of which two showed characteristics of the
Northern race D. m. major (Davis & Jones 2007) and
14 from Scilly (Flood et al. 2007).

Skylark Alauda arvensis

Total of 152, September 12th to October 25th,
including 42 on September 30th. Mainly moving high
off sea to clear the ridge, but some coasting westward.
Formerly a common, even an abundant, migrant on
coasts of Bridgwater Bay, but much decreased.

Swallow Hirundo rustica
Total of 1,260, September 1st to October 14th, but
main movement from September 7th to 19th. Highest
count of 511 in hazy weather on last date. More than
half passed eastward, having perhaps arrived from
reedbed roosts in South Wales.

House Martin Delichon urbicum

Total of 1,824, September 7th to 19th, of which 1,559
were on the 19th, and were moving east or south in the
haze.

Starling Sturnus vulgaris

Total of 2,832, October 10th to November 21st, with
peak from October 26th to 31st. Highest count of 540
on October 31st. Three-quarters coasted westward,
usually in tight, determined packs, presumably bound
for Ireland; 545 flew south and only 210 coasted east.

Blackbird Turdus merula

Total of 49, September 18th to November 21st, but all
except two on or after October 14th. Most arrive
before dawn, when they may be found along roads or
flushed from gorse.

Fieldfare Turdus pilaris
Total of 1,137 October 14th to November 21st, with
peak from November 9th to 12th. Of these, 679 passed
east, 380 west, and 78 south.

Song Thrush Turdus philomelos
Total of 23, October 13th to 21st. Probably far more
than this, but hard to pick out in Redwing flocks.

Redwing Turdus iliacus

Total of 10,896, October 12th to November 12th, with
peak from October 17th to 20th. Of these, 6,259
passed east, 3,486 west, and 1,151 south.

Meadow Pipit Anthus pratensis

Total of 960, September 2nd to November 15th, but
mostly in September, with peak from 9th to 20th. Of
these, 430 passed east and 233 west; the remainder
came up the combes and continued south.

Chaffinch Fringilla coelebs

The most regular of all migrants, with total of 2,280
from September 6th to November 21st. No more than
a trickle until October 9th, when numbers began to
rise; the total was not achieved by spectacular single
days but by the regular movement of 20 to 50 on
many. The best daily total was as late as November
12th, when 568 passed east in a light south-east wind.
Almost all were coasting, with about equal numbers in
each direction, and only 40 passing directly south.

OTHER SPECIES

Cormorant Phalacrocorax carbo
Adult from north turned east, September 9th.

Red Kite Milvus milvus
One from south, October 11th, hunted for half an hour
in area.
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Hen Harrier Circus cyaneus
Single ringtails to east, October 21st and 22nd.

Sparrowhawk Accipiter nisus
Three single birds: east, September 21st and October
14th; and west, November 8th.

Kestrel Falco tinnunculus

Nineteen single birds: September 10th to 19th; and
October 1st to November 4th. Most were probably
migrants; one or two clearly approached from north,
but most were already hunting when first seen.

Merlin Falco columbarius
Female south, October 19th.

Golden Plover Pluvialis apricaria

At least 42, some being only heard overhead:
September 21st; October 3rd to 29th. Two records
were of flocks of 19 and 20 that came straight over
from the north.

Common Snipe Gallinago gallinago
Three single birds from north: September 19th and
20th; and October 23rd.

Stock Dove Columba oenas
Four with Woodpigeons: three east, November 9th,
and one west on 20th.

Great Tit Parus major

Thirteen probable migrants, mostly eastward:
September 26th and 27th; October 14th and 18th; and
November 13th.

Mistle Thrush Turdus viscivorus

Twenty probable migrants, of which 14 were west-
bound: September 13th to October 1st, including eight
on last date; and October 28th.

Unidentified Thrushes Turdus sp.
Total of 15 in whole period.

Stonechat Saxicola torquatus
Total of five around observation site, October 17th to
26th, had evidently arrived overnight.

Grey Wagtail Motacilla cinerea
Eight single coasting birds: September 18th; and
October 6th to 25th.

Pied \¥Wagtail Motacilla alba
Total of seven: September 6th to 26th and October
17th to 28th.

Brambling Fringilla montifringilla
Three certainly identified in Chaffinch flocks, October
23rd and 26th, all westbound.

Greenfinch Carduelis chloris
Fifty, mainly westbound: September 13th to 28th and
October 9th to 26th.

Unidentified Larger Finches

Total of 318 in whole period, probably mainly
Chaffinches; most were silhouetted over sea and
combes or approached from east and dipped below
crest of cliff.

Goldfinch Carduelis carduelis
Sixty coasting, 40 to east and 20 to west; September 1st
to 28th and October 17th to 31st.

Siskin Carduelis spinus
Fifty coasting west in four flocks: September 24th and
25th, and October 12th.

Linnet Carduelis cannabina

Total of 101, of which two-thirds were coasting
westward: September 14th to October 2nd, and
November 20th.

Unidentified Smaller Finches

Total of 113 in whole period, mostly coasting west in
September and last week of October; silhouetted
and/or too remote to pick up flight-calls.

Bullfinch Pyrrhula pyrrhula
Only three: two on October 28th and one on
November 2nd.
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NEWS FROM THE RESERVES

Bridgwater Bay NNR

Since the retirement of Robin Prowse, the Reserve has
been managed on a “care and maintenance” basis by
staff from Shapwick Heath NNR. The facilities for
visitors have been maintained but no significant
habitat management has been possible. An additional
area of salt-marsh in Combwich Reach has been added
to the Reserve following an application to the Land
Registry.

There has been progress with two of the three
major projects which could have a significant effect on
the NNR.

The proposed realignment of the sea defences
between Steart and Stolford, in response to their
deteriorating condition and to rising sea levels, is
being further developed. The proposal to create
between 150 and 300 hectares of new intertidal habitat
may in part be subject to economic circumstances, but
some realignment appears certain following the
granting of permission for the port at Avonmouth. A
final design has yet to be decided and there is much
debate on whether the breach should be on the Severn
foreshore or on the Parrett.

The second major proposal is to construct two
nuclear power stations to the west of the current
Hinkley Point “A” and “B” Stations. This is now
approaching the planning application stage. Evidence
is emerging that the most significant impact on the
Reserve will be from the cooling-water intake and the
thermal effects in Bridgwater Bay. A secondary
concern is the possible discharge of chemical
pollutants with the cooling water.

The third project is the Severn Barrage. There has
been no progress with this and it is not now considered
a high priority in the Government’s energy strategy.
This position could change with the nation’s economic
condition.

Somerset Levels NNR

The situation remains much the same as last year, with
work continuing on the Raised Water Level Areas.
There is, however, one major event to report: the
deliberate flooding (“warping”) of Southlake Moor for
the winter of 2009/10. This is the first time in at least
two decades that this has been possible, and its impact
on birds will be reported in 2010.

Somerset Wildlife Trust

By the end of 2009, the Trust still had 78 reserves, but
their area had increased to 1,747 hectares. This has
come about with the addition of a further area of
reedbed and fen to the Catcott Reserves and the
acquisition of a small area of worked-out peatland
next to Westhay Moor Reserve. On Mendip we now
have a farm business tenancy over the Range
adjoining Chancellor’s Farm.

The third successive wet summer caused yet
further grassland management problems, although by
the end of the summer most of our fields were either
mown or grazed. We badly need a warm and dry
summer in 2010.

The interpretation project at Westhay continued
apace, with a new easy-access path, a board walk,
interpretation for visitors in the re-named Viridor Hide
and new channels providing sight-lines from it.

At Mounsey Reserve, on Exmoor, work to control
invasive beech is helping to maintain Western Oak
habitat and its specialised bird community. On the
edge of Taunton, the flood-plain planting at
Netherclay has now got big enough to attract breeding
Willow Warblers.

The Living Landscape projects on Mendip and in
the Brue Valley have continued to encourage owners
to enter their land into the DEFRA schemes at Entry
and Higher Levels to protect and increase its natural
history interest. This is work that complements and
supports the Trust’s own Reserve holdings.

RSPB

On West Sedge Moor, the breeding season produced
119 pairs of waders in 2009: 16 pairs of Lapwing, 12
Redshank territories, an estimated 27 pairs of Curlew,
and an astonishing 64 displaying Snipe, the second-
highest total ever recorded. Snipe have been
increasing regularly over the last few years. It was
therefore a highly successful spring, though actual
numbers of fledged young are not known. The spring
surveys also turned up nine pairs of Yellow Wagtails,
three reeling Grasshopper Warblers and three calling
Quail. The Swell Wood heronry contained 89 nests,
along with several Little Egret nests. Numbers of
wintering waterfowl and waders were lower than in
some previous years, probably because of milder
weather conditions elsewhere. For details of these and
of winter rarities, please refer to the Species List in
this Report.
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Although Greylake is still a fairly new Reserve,
the restoration work on wet grassland carried out over
the last five years is proving to be highly successful.
The 14 pairs of Lapwing had the highest productivity
level of all RSPB Reserves: an average of 2.07 chicks
fledged per pair. There were 11 pairs of Redshank,
three displaying Snipe and one Curlew territory. Other
breeding birds included Shoveler, Water Rail and
Yellow Wagtail, and two Spotted Crakes were seen;
even a Cetti’s Warbler appeared.

At both Greylake and West Sedge Moor,
grassland management in the late summer presented
some problems caused by the wet conditions;
however, with some new low-ground pressure
machinery and helpful graziers, we eventually
succeeded in achieving most of what we wanted. Plans
are in preparation to enable more winter floodwater to
get onto the site, which should increase waterfowl
numbers.

Ham Wall now has over 200 hectares of wetland
established and is providing a real haven for wildlife.
The great story is the arrival of breeding Bitterns.
After two booming males in 2008, with three nests,
there were three in the spring of 2009, and an
astounding total of six nests! There was another nest
on Shapwick Heath NNR. The reedbeds provided
good habitat for a range of other species, including
abundant Reed and Sedge Warblers, 28 “sharming”
Water Rails, 25 pairs of Reed Buntings and 86 pairs of
Cetti’s Warblers. Unfortunately, there were only two
pairs of Bearded Tits, though they are difficult to
survey over such large areas of habitat, Breeding
waterfowl continue to do well, with 76 pairs of
Pochard, 51 of Gadwall, 16 of Shoveler and four of
Garganey.

Exmoor

The Exmoor Monitoring Project moved into its fourth
year. The Mires Project is now drawing to a close,
leaving behind it a scattering of small pools, of which
the ones at Blackpitts are the most easily visited and
probably the most effective in attracting Snipe, Reed
Buntings and a few wintering duck.

Surveys

Two important surveys were carried out during the
summer: a complete survey, with maps, of breeding
waders on the Levels, and the following elaborately
detailed investigation into all species on the majority
of Avalon Marshes Reserves (excluding Ham Wall).
At the time of writing I am unable to give a precise
title to the former, which had not yet been fully
assembled, although material from it has been used by
us. The latter is: Gibson, M. 2009. A Breeding Bird
Survey of Shapwick Heath SSSI, Westhay Heath and
Westhay Moor with Street Heath and Meare Heath.
Natural England Somerset Team, Taunton.

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SOMERSET ORNITHOLOGICAL SOCIETY
RULES

1. NAME
The Society shall be called "The Somerset Ornithological Society".

2. OBJECTS

The objects of the Society shall be:
a. To further the study of birds.
b. To assist in their preservation.

3. MEMBERSHIP

The Society shall consist of Ordinary Members, Junior Members below the age of 18, and such Honorary Life
Members as may be elected at an Annual General Meeting of the Society. The conditions of Family Membership
are set out in Section 4 below.

4. SUBSCRIPTION

The annual subscription, which is payable on the 1st of January, shall be ten pounds for Ordinary Members and
six pounds for Junior Members: the husband or wife of an Ordinary Member, and children under 18, may
become Associates on payment of a single additional payment of two pounds, thus paying a total subscription
of twelve pounds and receiving one copy of each Society publication.

5. MANAGEMENT

Each Annual General Meeting of the Society shall elect a President, two or more Vice-Presidents, one or more
Secretaries, a Treasurer, a Recorder and an Assistant Recorder. These shall be termed the Officers of the Society
and shall be eligible for re-election.

The General Committee shall consist of these Officers, with up to four other Members. Members who are
not Officers shall serve for a maximum of four years, unless subsequently appointed as Officers, and shall not
be eligible for re-election for a period of one year. Names of candidates as Officers or Committee Members must
be submitted to the Secretary at least 14 days prior to the Meeting. The Committee may fill any casual vacancy
which occurs, but any replacement must be subject to election at the next Annual General Meeting.

6. PROTECTION

In pursuance of Section b. of Rule 2, it is the declared policy of the Society actively to further the effective
protection of birds in the County, and to observe the law on the subject. Any member who, being reported to
have acted in a manner seriously prejudicial to the declared policy or to the general interest of the Society, fails
in the opinion of a two-thirds majority of those present at a meeting (after due announcement on the agenda) to
give a satisfactory explanation of his or her conduct, shall cease to be a member of the Society.

7. MEETINGS
Meetings shall be held not less than twice a year.

8. REPORTS
The Committee shall each year appoint an Editorial Committee to consist of the Recorder and at least three other
Members, who shall prepare the Annual Report, Somerset Birds.

The Annual General Meeting shall elect the Chairman and Members of the Somerset Ornithological Society
Rarities Committee (SOSRC) in accordance with Section 3 of the SOSRC constitution. The first election will
take place at the 2010 AGM and thereafter every two years.

9. CHANGES IN RULES

Changes in these rules may be proposed at an Annual General Meeting, or at any regular Indoor Meeting,
provided that at least 14 days notice be given to all Members of any motion to this effect. A two-thirds majority
of Members present will be required.
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
